REGISTRATION OF BIRTHS, :MARRIAGES AND
DEATHS

THROUGHOUT NEW ZEALAND.

IN the case of persons dying intestate, i.e., without making a will, the next of
kin may apply for lett ers of admini stration; but if th ere be no next of kin, or if
the next of kin do not apply, th e estate is administered by th e Official Adminis­
trator, in which case the personal pr operty of the deceased is sold by auction,
and, after all debts and demands against the estate are satis fied, th e residu e of
the moncy, if any, is paid into th e Colonial Treasury, subject thereafter to be
paid out by an order of a Judge of the Supreme Court, on receiving proof of

claim.
Wills are provcd by th e executors of a deceased person before a Judge of the

Supreme Court when probate is givcn.
Persons about to marry must obtain from the Regi strar's office a certificate ;

for without thi s certificate no minister can perform th e ccremony of marriage
under a penalty. The per sons applying for this cert ificate must lodge with the
Registrar th eir names, and other parti culars as to age, &c., and pay a fee of
2s. 6d.; and, at the expira tion of 14 da!s, on payment of an additional 6s., the
certificate is granted. But the certificate can be granted and the marriage
performed without any delay, on payment of a fee of £1 2s. 6d. Certificates
can only be granted as stated wher e both parties are above the age of 21, or
have been previously married. In the case of minors (excepting widowed ones)
the law requir es th e consent in writing of the father, or, in th e event of his
death, th e mother or guardian (given before the Registrar, at his office, or
before a J.P., or a Solicitor of the Supreme Court, or an Officiating Minister, and
att ested by him) in all cases where such parent or guardian be resident in the
Colm,y. P ersons marrie d by the Registrar pay an additional fee of £3. No
per sons can be married accordin g to the form of the E piscopal Church , unl ess
the " banns" have been published three time s in th e church, or unless a special
license is obtai ned from the Bishop's Surrogate. This special lieeuse costs £3,
and is in addition to the minister's fee, and to the Registrar's fee for the cer-

tificate.
Births may be registered without fee any time within six mon ths from the

date of the bir th, if born in th e colony ; and after th e expiration of sixty-two
days, births may still be registered on payment of a fee of lOs. 6d. The name
of the child may be registered with out fee at th e time of registering its birth,
or th e nam e may be reg istered at any tim e within twelve months after the
child' s birth. ,on payment of a fee of 2s. 6d. Immigrants can have a child regis­
tered within six months after their arrival in the colony.

In the case of persons dying, any one living in the hou se at th e time of death,
or an undert aker, may, within thirty-one days from th e date of such death, give
notice th ereof to the l~egistrar, sta te th e cause of death, and obt ain from the
Registrar, with out fee, a certificate. Any mini ster or other person burying a
corpse without such ccr tificate, is liable to a penalty of £10, unles s noti ce of such
burial and particular s as to th e death of the mdividual are given to the Registl'ar
within two months from th e date of such burial.

TUE opening month of th e year eorl'esponds to an En\:lish July in season and
in temperature- in drying wind and in all th e eharaetensties of an English mid­
summer , with its bright sunshine , dry atmosp here, and increasing warmth,
slightly int ensified. These atmospheric conditions usually attain th eir great est
intensIty about the cnd of the present and commencement of the ensuing mont h.
It is, th erefore, a matt er of peculiar imp ortance in gard ening to finish th e
plantin~ and sowing of wint er vegetables during the earlier period of th e month,
while the ground st ill retains a portion of the moisture acquired during th e
usually showery month of December, for if the operations of planting and
sowing arc car ried on whil e the SOlI is dry , the sun bri ght, and the winds
parching, th e chan ces of successful gard ening mu st necessarily become greatly

diminished.
Seize, therefore, the commencement of the month for th e planting of london

and waleheren cauliflowers; imp erial white winter, and other sorts of flowering
broccoli; early york, nonpareil, and drumhead cabbages; globe savoys , br ussels
sprouts, curled greens, and other varieties of wint er vegetables.

Transplant also cabbage and cos lettu ce, green curled end ive, leeks and celery,
plantin g the latter vegetable in well manured trenches in the shadiest and
m oistest portion of the garden ; if desired to be very larg e and fine, it must

Collect also all kinds of ripe vegetable and flower seeds. Hoe between grow­
ing crops for the destruction of weeds, and singl e out advancing crops of carro ts,
parsnips, t urn ips, onions , bee t, and other large gr owing roots, which can only
att ain perfection when thinned to a reasonable distance.

Ripenin g crops of onions, garlic, esehalots, and other bulb ous roots, may be
drawn and stored. '" eed and th oroughly clean asparagus beds, aft erwards
strewing the surface 'with a sprinkling of salt; remove the smaller and lower heads
of globe artichokes ; if rain should fall towards the end of th e month, commence
th e usual au tumn sowings of early york, drum-head, and other cabba ges, cauli-,
flowers, savoys, curle d greens, red pickling cabbage, and brussels s~routs for late
autumn and early spring plan ting. Sow also white stone t ur mps for winter
use. Continue successional sowin ge of radishes, cress, mustard, lettuce, and
endive for salading ; and prepare land for a large brea dth of onions, for th e"
sowing of which see next mon th's calendar . .

Cont inue to thin out all unnecessary wood in frui t tr ces ; and if American
blig ht should happen to show on apple tr ees, exercise unremitting diligence in
painting every spot 01'twi g with lin seed 01' other oil, which, if per severed in, '
will effectually destr oy th e disease. .

Frequen tly water and sta ke flower border plants which req uire moisture and
support during the period of blooming ; continue th e propagation of pinks and
carnations by pipings and layers, as previously directed. '

Collect ripened seeds of choice annuals and perennials, especially of verbenas,
pulyanthuses, pinks, car nations, dahl ias, and other esteemed flower bord er favo­
rites, the seeds of which are imported with difficulty, becau se of thei r liabili ty
to lose their vitalit y during th e voyage ; hence the grea ter necessit y for ti
judicious care over those sorts we possess- th e varie ties of which may be I5rcatly
augmented, and th e colours and habit s of th e par ent plants largely diversified in
the well defined characteristics of a vigorous offspring. .

Gr eenhouse plants, through out the whole of the present month, will require
a similar attention to shading and watering as well as by sprinkling th em over­
head from the fine rose of a watering pot; or still better, by dewing th em, gently,
with a hand syringe, which has a very renovating effect after th e depressing

influence of hot dry weather.
Grapes grown in vineries which hav e received but little forcing, will now

commence to color; the lateral and other growing shoots ought now to receive
a final stopp ing , and the borders and atmosphere of the house may now be kept
as dry as possible, which will ensure gr apes of a high eolor and rich flavor. '

The days generally are distinguished by beautiful bright sunslllne, b~' an almo st
entire absence of wind , and by a soft balmy statt; of the atmo sphere; ~Ithough
the temperature begin s sen~iJ;> ly to declin e t!'e nights to lengthen e~Jllslderably,
whilst heavy dows and diminished transpiraticn and evaporatIOn begm to render
artificial watering in th e open air unnecessary.

Cooler weather and less active growth has now restricted. the varieties of
vegetable seeds necessary to be sown this month to final sowmgs of cabbages,
cauliJlowers, savoys, and curl ed gree,;,s, to s~and ~he winter in the seed-beds,
and afford supplies of each for planting ~lUt m sprl1lg:; to cress .and mu stard for
late salading, and to a good sowing of spmaeh for sprmg gathenng.

R elief however from the duties of sowin g, only snh atitutes the obligati on of
renewed' exertion 'in the not less pressing duties of trao;;plantmg ; for most of t.he
plants sown about th e end of February and first week m March will no,,: require
to be plant ed out 80 as to afford sup~lies of vegetables f?r early sl!nng use.
Continue to transplant let tuce and endive for wint er saladmg, and h e up th e
more advanced crops of each for blanching ; ear th up growing eeler:r, and take
precautionar y measur es for the protection of late heads ,?f cauliflowers by
bending th eir own leaves over them, for th ey are very susceptible of mJury from

frost.
H oe between, nnd earth up advancing crops of flowering broccoli; and if th ese,

fr om their over vigorous gr owth, have become t?'? crowded , th e p.lants of e\"ery
second row, and each alternate plant in the remammg row, may , With ndvan tage,
be thinned out and plant ed to the neck in potatoc or othe!" gr ound from which
the crops have been removed; for it often happens on neh new g:ound that
unless broccoli receive a check in autumn from a second transplantmg, or by
being laid over on their side, th ey arc liable, from oxcessivc exuberance of
growth, to pass their proper season of flowermg, and stand over to .the second
year. Commence to lift, dry , and store early seed potat oes, and dig , manure,
and tr ench all vacant pieces of ground, so that they m!'y thro ughout the wmt er
derive all th e fallowing advan tages of frost, sun, and air .

Where omitted last month, it will still be a good time to plant out lines ~r
beds of strawben~es from the best rooted young runners of th e current season s
growth. Tw elve inch es from plant to plant !n tl.1O row, and not less than
twenty.four inch es between th e rows, arc fall' dIStane~s. .Much; ho.wever,
depend s up on selecting a fruitful sort, for some of ~he ~mds III eu~tlvahon.arc
very unproductive. Unquestionably the best variety IS the keen s seedlmg,

which has fully pro\"en itself an ab.undan t bearer, producing- a profusion of fine
fru it from th e 20th X O'I"Cmber until the end of J anuarv. The next best sorts are
th e british quee n and elton pin e. Th ese two late sorts suc cessively prolong the
stmwberry season un til other small fru its arc profusely ripe.

Budded fruit trees may now be untied; and towards th e end of th e month
prun ing may be commenced upon currant bushes and raspb erri es which have
fu lly shed their leaves,

In flower gardening, continue the plan ting of bulbous flower roots , th e lifting,
drying, and storine of dahlia roots, the taking up and protecting of geraniums
and other tondor p1ants un likcly to withstand th e win ter; continue th e subdi­
vision and increase of flower border plan ts, thus prudently providing for the
gaiety of the garden durin g the coming season.

Evergreens of many vari et ies may cont in ue to be successfully transplanted,
settl ing the eart h around the roots of each plant with a heavy drenching of
water as soon as planted. Buddin g may still be performed under all th e con­
ditions usually deemed essential to success, und thi s will apply not merely to
fru it trees, but to purpl e beech, weeping ash, rose acacia, scarlet and double
blossomed thorns, as well as man y other choice tr ees and shrubs which attain
gr eater perfection and more luxuriant gr owth when established on vigorous
stocks of a kindred character.

Gr eenhouse climbing plants- the beauty of which have passed away-may
now be tr imm ed in , and neatly trained, so disposing th eir branches as to make the
most of effective display of blossoms throughout the course of another season."rater may be withheld from their roots, and syringing overhead may now be
discontinued; permitt ed thus to rest from growth for 1I time , they will shoot
forth in spring with greatl y renewed vigour, nnd richly ornamen t the gr een.
house with a profusion of handsome bloom through out th e whole of the summer .

Cutt ings of verbenas and geraniums, and many other soft wooded plants may
still be plan ted with .the cert aint y ?f their shooti!,g fr eely, and still being in time
to make good bloomm g plants durmg th e following summer.

~ray, t!le eo~nterp~rt of an English November, and first month of winter,
u~hers Itself m, not III storms and temp ests as in England, but in all th e peaceful
still ness, warmth and suns hine of an English August. The nights, it is true,
ar e often sh~rp and cold ; bu t down to the middl e of th e month th e days gene·
rally arc bright and beautiful, and it is onlv towards its close that 'the first
symptoms of approaching winter begin to be feft.

~he month, th erefore, is ~till highl:r favourable to gard ('ning operations, though
Chle~y those of t!"ansplantlllg, prumng, ~lanurmg, digging, trenching, and the
like, for seed sowmg has now become limited to successional sowings of mustard



and cress, to keep up the supply of small salading. But transplantin g, although
appl icable to aut umn sown plants of cabbages, caulifl owers, lettuce and spinach
for sprin g use, now embraces a wider ran ge, and includes gooseberries, curran ts,
ap ples, pear s, cherri es, and other fruit trees, as well as many sorts of forest trccs
and evergreen shrubs; for it is a well established fact in gar dening', th at all
sor ts of trees which are planted when just shedd ing the ir leaves , at once re­
establish th emselves, and makc much better growth during the following sum ­
mer th an spring-.planted ones. Wherever, therefore, fr uit and forest tree plant.
ing is con templated, every effort shou ld be made to get as mu ch of it done this
month as possible.

The season for commencing win ter pruning" has now arrived, as in dicated by
the falling leaves of gooseberries and currants. In perform ing this opera tion,
first divest the bush of all sucke rs; for th ese ar e gene rally gr oss unfruitfu l
shoots, which only mar th e symmetry and n gour of th e bush.

Th e young wood mu st be thoroughly cleared out from th e centre, and th e
side shoots kept at least six inch es apart, so that when th e bu sh is pruned
it should present th e form of a spacious cup; th is mode of prunin g being best
adapted to admit a sufficiency of Ii!l:ht and air , two essential elements in th e pro­
duction of largc, hig h-Ilnvorcd fru it.

In pruning raspberri es, first divest th em of last year' sfruit-bearing wood, th en
reduce th e shoots of the past summer to not more than from three to five of th e
strongest young canes to each l,lant, and th ese may be shortened to one-four th
of their length, and securely ti ed to a strong stake , or against an espalier rail,
which is a secure and excellent mode of training both ra spberri es and currants.

Carrots, parsnips , salsafy, and scorzone ra root s may now be lift ed and stored
in dry sand; and th e land on which th ey wer e grown may be thrown up in
ridges, to expose th e gr eat est extent of surface to th e bcn eflcial influ ence of rain,
sun, and air.

Dress sea-kale beds with a good sprinkling of salt, and a co.ering of stable
manure; first removing the decayed leave s, and stirring the sur face of th e bed
a few inche s in depth.

Clear away also th e rip ened haulm of asparagu s, first loosening the sur face,
and th en dressing- th e bed with eight or t en inches of fresh seaweed; or, in th e
absence of this, give a heavy dr essing of salt, and th en cover wit h six inches of
well-r otted stable manure, for both sea -kale and asparagus arc well-known to
luxuriate mostly in soils higWy impregn ated with saline substances .

Rhubarb beds should now be cleaned and heavily mnnured ; for this vegetabl c,
if grown in perfection, requires a much more rich and moist soil than is usually
allowed to it.

Globe ar tichokes may now have the ir decaying stems and leaves ~ut away, th e
surface loosened 'nth a fork, and the gr oun d aroun d strewn with litt er, to pro·
tect th eir roots from th e injury they are likely to sustain from th e frost.

H e;baceous plant s which hnve done blooming will now require to be trimmed ;
decaying annuals removed ; fu chsias, geramums, verbenas, and other similar
plants will n ow require to be protected. The pla nting of bulbous roots may be
comm enced, and the flower borders neatly du g, to give them a freshness of
appearance pleasing to the eye, and which will in some smnll degr ee compensate
for th e absence of floral display,

D eciduous tr ees and shrubs which hav e fully completed th eir growth and
perfectly matured th eir youn\\' wood to its extremity, and from which the yellow
leave s of autumn arc beginDlng to fall, may now be . ery successfully trans­
planted, for early autumn planting is invariablv the most successful, for th e
descending' sap of trees enabl es th em at once to "form new roots and establish
themselves ready to star t into a growth in spring not unfrequently as luxuriant

as that which is obtain ed from trees which have becn onc whole season

established .
The gaiety of the gr ec,:,housc ";ll .now be nea rly over for thc seas?n ,. most of"

the old established geranIUms, fuchsias, verbenas and othcrs of a similar class
mav now bc closely pruned in, and transferred to smaller pots by having the
haIl of carth reduced, and thci r roots reasonably trimed; a dry atmosph ere may
be maintained with a free circulation of air every fine day, and water ing at the
roots will not now be required more than once a week; under this tr eat ment the
plants will almost cntirely rest from gro wth for two months, being thereby
better fitted to start into a .igorous gro wth in spring.

Vineries should ha ve an abundnnee of air every dry day to th oroughly rip en
the young wood of the vines, and thus fit them for th e important operation of
careful pruning, for the proper performance of wh ich -c-see next month.

Gloomy days, frequent ra ins, occasiona l frosts, and now and then a well-known
c, southerly burster " are sign ificant symptoms of th e return of winter. These,
howeve; , R~e qui.eUy borne with , bee,,:use, when compared with our recollections
of an E ngh.sh win ter , th e eorrespondmg season here appear s of comparatively
short durntion ; and , besides, has th e redeeming merit of affording an occnsioDlil
beautiful day.

S~~ sowing is.now entirely suspen ded, but sui table weather will afford opp or­
tumt ~es to continue prumng and transplanti ng ; for now is the season for
prum~g all sorts of appl es, pears, plums, and other fruit tre es, th e young wood
of which should be shortene d back one -th ird of it s length, and all the weaker
shoots spu rred in, removing every branch which either crosses another or seems
to i.nterfere wit h the sym metrical form of !he tree . Excessive pruning: however,
whle~ new corners are .too ap t to md~ge m, oug ht not to be allowed; for severe
prunm g ~nly fills a ngorou~ tr ee WIth .a ru sh of young wood instead of fruit,
thus pro\"ffig th at pro-acquired home Ideas of pruning are too often, in New
Zealand, .ery much at fault.
. The tran~planting of all sort s of fruit tr ees may be continued, and th e pr esent
IS also a SUitable season for the planting of all sor ts of forest trees, evergreens,
and orna.mental shrubs, and also for thorns, priv ets, sweet-briars, and other
plan ts SUitable for hedges, as well as such of th e native shrubs and trees as are
known to bear ;emoval. These are all be.st tr ansplanted at this season ; for
d.ull days, a moist atmos phere, and occasion al rains, may be all regarded as
CIrcumstances favourable to successful transplanting.

Now is a suitable season to commenc e planting eschalots garlic and pot ato or
~mderground onio?s, ~rst ma~uring and digging th e gro~nd, th~n laying it off
!u beds four feet ID WIdth, With four rows in th e bed, and from seven to nine
inch es from set to set. The bed may th en be topp ed off with a thin eoverinz of
wood.ashes-~ material in which allbulbous roots, whether useful or orname;tal
seem to luxuriate, '



New plan tations of rhubarb may now be made. The usual mode is to plan t
two rows in a bed four feet wide, and two feet apart in th e rows,

Aspsragus beds may now be formed, not in the costly manner often resorted
to in Eng'knd, but by simply manuring and digging a piece of good land, th en
marking it off in four -and -a-half feet beds, on each of which plant three lin es of
one year old roots at nin e-inch distan ces, th en shovel from th e interv eninz
paths just sufficient soil to cover the crowns of the plants, th en give a heavy
dressing with salt, and finish off with a covering of six inches of well decomp osed
manure. Beds so planted will >i eld severa l good gatherings th e second summer
after planting, and from the third season will afford an abundant supp ly of this
delicious vegeta ble, which in no portion of the world is produced ill greater
perfection than in New Zealand.

Flowering bulb s, such as crocuses, snow-drop, jonquils, hyacinths, narcissus,
and tuberou s-rooted plants, such as anemones, ranunculus, and even more fibrous ­
rooted plants, like Iily-of-the-vnlley and oth er convall aria s, should now be
planted; for th e early spring blossoms of th ese lend to th e flower borders
their first attraction, and when judiciously blend ed with th e choicer sorts of
autumn-sown annuals, arc capable of awakening in every true lover of floral
beauty a deep feeling of admiration.

Recently planted tr ees and shrubs of large size, to ensur e th eir greater
stability, may possibly now require to be staked or otherwise supported, for
strong south-westers, accompani ed with drenching rain s, have a tendency to lay
over newly planted tre es, th ereby breaking their reeentlv formed roots, which
careful staking will entirely obviate. •

Maintain in the greenh ouse as dry a temperature as th e character of th e
weather will allow, taking advant age of every fine day to give plent y of air.

Vines which have fully rip ened th eir wood, and from which th e grapes hav e
been ~athered, will now requ ire to be pruned ; thi s will be best perform ed by
spurring in to two eyes each of th e side-shoots, and shortening th e leading cane
to one-third of it s length, Th e outer rough bark, pr esenting a ragged
app earance on the old wood of th e vin e, may now be removed, after which
every inch of th e vin e should be effectually brushed with a hard bru sh, so as to
dislodge the existence of insect life, which usually harbor beneath the loose
bark of th e vine, in a state of torpor, during th e dormant months of "inter,
ready to emerg e int o activ e life with th e first warm weather of early summer.

We are now m th e depth of wint er, and must be conten t with occasional rains,
alternating with bright days, succeeded by sharp frosts at night, which usually
attain their greatest int ensity between th e beginning and middle of th e month.
These, however , arc not more severe than the frosts of an English November,
-and are just sufficiently sharp to produce a clear healthy bracing atmosphere,
Such ,,:eath er, of cour se, seldom interrupts th e ordinary seasonable operations of
gardenmg; for even now we begin to anticipate approaching spring, by com-

m encin!\, to sow:peas and beans on all light dry sandy soils, the ear liest sown
crops of these bemg by far th e most productive, especially when sown on land
whi ch has been und er repeated cultivation.

It is also desirable to risk a small sowing of cress, mustard, radish, and
spinach at this season, although th ese sowing s are less to be depended upon
than th ose made during succeeding months.

Even now the plan ting of early potatoes may be commenced, pr ovided due
pr ecaution is taken to plant only on perfectly dry land not liable to become
flooded ' for wherever sur face water stands after heavy rains, th e sets of newly.
plant ed' potatoes are sure to perish. Indeed, th e only object !\,ained by planting
th us early, is the lightening of duties at a more advanced and busy period of the

season.
Con tinu e th e pruning and transplanting of fruit tre es as previously directed,

as well as orname ntal trees, evergreen shrubs, thorn s, and oth er plants suited
for hedges.

The formation of beds and modo of planting, advised in last month's calendar
for rhubarb and asparagus, may be successfully continued. The pr esen t is also
l\ season suitable for th e removal of the rsots of sea-kale, which may be planted
in beds five feet in width, with three rows in each bed, and two feet distant in
th e row ; after which, th e crowns may be covered with six inches of sea-weed, or
well-rotted stable manure-the former being preferabl e; for both sea-kale and
nspara gus, being sub-marine plants, retain, oven und er gard en cultivation, th eir
pr edilection for salt and sea-weed.

E stablished beds of sea-kale may now be forced into early growth by the
appli cat ion of fermenting stable manure, which will excite an immediate growth,
thereby affording an abund ant supply of thi s delicious vegetable in from twenty
to thirty days from th e time of covering in. For lat er crops, however, and
especially where forcin~ appliances arc not convenient ly obtainable, it may
readily be produced in high perfection, by simply covering th e crowns with from
nin e to twelve inches of ligh t dry soil taken from the paths of th e beds on either
side, and thrown over the crowns, through which the stems will stretch th em­
selves until they reach the surface, when, by clearing away the soil, th ey will bo
found to be nicely blanched, and fit for gathcring.

In flower gardenin~, continue the planting of bulbs and other flower roots;
th e suh-division and increase of herbaceous flowering plants; the pruning and
transplantin~ of roses, and other similar hard-wooded tlowering plants. Make
th e first sowing of sweet peas for early blooming, and even now you may risk the
first sowing of migni onette.

P roceed with the c~ntinued preparation of land digging or tr enehing for the
further plan ting of fruit and forest tr ees, for vcry much of their after success
depends upon a reasonable amount of preparation of th e land in which they arc
permanently to stand. The planting of tr ees may be continued, selecting weather
during which neither sharp frosts nor excessive rains unduly prevail.

The gaiety of the greenhouse in early sprin g may be secured by th e introduction
of pots of early flowering bulbs, such as crocuses, snowdrops, an emones, ranun­
culuses, hyacinth s, lily of the valley, togeth er with early blooming heaths,
epa,cn~es, and, gayest of all, the chinese primros e, in whi te, pink, and fringed
vaneh es ; th~se of themselves, ~ introduced in profusion, will enliven the dull
months of~ter a~d ero:ly sPl'1!'g, an,d Impart to th e greenhouse an alt,mctive
and progreSSIve, gal~ty, uicreasmg With th ? pr~gress of the season. Vineries,
w~en, early forcing 18 not resorted to, reqUlre little care at this season beyond
painting t~e vme, to destroy any remaining traces of insect life. These having
been previously pruncd and well brushed, paint th em all over and from top to
b~ttom of,then: ~tems, ,,:ith a ,liquid composition of soft soap, s~lphur, camphor,
-dissolved m spirits of wine, With the addition of some common clay; all of these



may be mixed and made to the consistency of cream by the use of tobacco water
and if this be applied with a painter's brush, it will effectually destroy the spider'
'brown scale, and other insects destructive in a more or less degr ee to th e frui t
and foliage of the ..in e, th e depredations of which are easily pr evented by resort­
ing to this timely precauti on.

From the beginning of August we dat e th e commencement of spring, which
exhibits closely th e changeable characteristics of an English February, especially
from the beginning to the middl e of th e month. One clay is warm and pleasant,
with a soft, mild, and sprins..like atmosphere; a second is cold and bracing, with
sharp morning frosts ; whilst a third is eold, wet, and stormy. After Which,
several delightful days may succeed, rapidly exciting vegetation, and fully
indicating the presence of spring, as further exemplified by the swelling buds of
gooseberries and thorns, and by th e re-appearance of crocuses, snowdrops, and
other early spring flowering bulbs, whose return reminds us that th e season is at
hand for renewed exert ions in sowing, digging, pruning, and planting as often
as favo~~le weather and a suitable condition of the soil may afford proper
OPPOrtunitICS.

Although early autumn sown onions produce by far th e lar~est and finest bulbs,
yet a fine crop may still be obtained by sowing at once in beds four and a half
feet in width, with from fivc to seven rows in each bed, covered with finely rak ed
or sifted soil ; although wood ashes, if con..eniently obtainable, are bet ter than
either.

Onions ough t to be sown considerably thicker than most oth er ..egetabl c seeds,
from th eir peculiar liability to failur e. •

Early peas may now be gcnerally sown in rows from one to four feet apart, the
distance being regulated by the habit of the variety ; that is, whether dwarf or
tall; .though the strong winds of midsummer, tak en in connection with the
scarcity of pea-stak es, must ever ensure for thc dwarfest sorts a decided preference.

Four of the best of these are early dwarf, emperor, early queen of dwarf, lord
_ ra~lan, and late dwarf blue imperial; and thre e of the best of intermediate
helgh.t are fairbeard' s early surprise, woodford's green marrow, and blue
prussian ; and three of the best of the very tall varieties are, the alliance, the
champion of england, and the ne-plus-ultra.

Broad beans may now be gcnerally planted in lin es across the garden squares,
twenty-four inche s asunder; th e lesser sorts, like th e early mazngan, two inches;
an~ t~e larger varieties, like the ~dsor, four inches apart. Three of the best
varieties are long-pod, green windsor, and broad windsor, the latter being
gcnerally esteemed the best.

, A first sowing of early short-hem carrots may now be made, though some risk

of the crop starting prematurely to seed always attends th e early sowing of this
...egetable.

P arsni sown this month grow larger !,nd fi!,er than later crops. They are
usually ~-n in beds four and a half fcct wld!"" with four rows In each, and after­
wardssing led out SO as to stand about seven Inches apart.

Crc ,mustard, radish , and lettuc e, for sprillg salading, may continue to be
sown at fortnightly int ervals,

S inach may now be sown in ro";l ten inche s apart: and .a similar distan ce
malbe allowed to such <!f th c thinnings of last month s sowmg as may now be
coming fit for transplantmg

Curlcd pars leY-i'ithe r as an edging to garden .walks, . or for. the purpose of
defining the backs of borders-may now be sown m contmuous lines.

Seeds of cabbages, cauliJlowers, broccoli, savoys, brussels sprouts, and curled
greens to produce early spring plan ts, may now be sown ; and autumn-sown
plants 'of each of th ese ...arieties, now fit for remo...al, may be at once trans-
plan ted.

Rhubarb, aspnragus, and sea-kale may be sown, and last ~ear's rO'?ts of each,
where not already aon e may yet be safely tran splanted. :E ir st sowmgs, on a
slight bot-bed, of early ~ucumbers aud melons, celery, capsicums,. and tomatoes
may now be made, at thi s early pcnod of th e season, to be forced into growth by
th e aid of artificial heat.

Apples, pears, plums, cherries, peaches, nectarines, figs, gooseberr~cs, currants,
raspberri es, and stra wberries s!"ould ~ow ~e plante~ as soon as possible ; for ~he
increasing strength of th e sun s rays IS daily becoming less favcurable to a hIgh
degree of success.

Swect peas, mignionct te, and the num erou s varieties of hardy or half-hardy
annual, biennial, and perennial flower seeds should at once be sown; and plants
of sweet-willialllS, stocks, wallflowers, daisies, pr imroses, violets and many other
plants of a similar class can now be successfully transplanted.

Returning spring suggests the necessity for renewed activity in all ma tt:ers
relating to grcen-h ouse ~u1tivation; fi';""t, ~o.wever, amongst th e more pr cssmg
duties of the season, will be tha t of shifting to large flower-p ots all plants
requiring addi tional pot roou:'- to enable them to increase thei: gro"i h, an~ to
perfect the ir bloom. F or this purp ose, flower-p ots at least tw~ee or t?I'Ce times
th e size of those the plants now occupy, should be well drnined 'nth broken
flower-pots or small pieces of brick, and t~e plants potte d in th !"'se in a mi.xture
of something like good garden soil of a rich black loam, to which one-third of
well decomposed manure hasbeen added.

After pott ing, re-arrange the plants in the green-house, shading slightly from
th e brigh tn ess of the mid-day sun , and sprinkli ng freely with slightly diluted
water every morning and evenin g for one week, throughout th e whole of which
abstain from gi..-ing any water at the roots.

Vines may now be earefully trained and tied in to th eir prop er positions; th e
outer borders may be freshly forked up, and th e inner borders loosened and well
drenched with water. The temperature of th e house may be increased by
reduced ventilation, and by closing in th e vinery early every afternoon, with 11
warm moist atmosphere. .

Spring-Exuberant Vegetation-Sow Oniems,L eeks, Carrots , P arsnips, B eet,
Cabbage, L ett uce, P eas, B road B eans, 4·c.-Broccoli, best sorts-Sow
Turnips-Plant in a H ot-bed Cucumbers and Melems-Also, Tomatoes,
Caps icums, <tc.-Plant out Celery-Sow A nnual, Biennial , and P erennial
Sw eet and P ot H erbs-continu e to tr anspl ant Rh ubarb, A sparagus, Sea­
kale, H orse Rad ish, and Artichokes-Grafting Fruit Tr ees-Transplant­
ing-The Flower Garden-Fumigati on of Greenhouse-Syringe Vin ery.

AdYancing spring comes, heralded by brighter days, increasing warmth. expand.
ing buds , opening blossoms, and renovat ed life, invigorated by gentle showers or
refreshing dews, which deck th e plain with herbage, and its gardens with exu­
berant growth, lending t" sprin g a charm which gladdens eyery heart and fills
every mind with a greatful sense of new-born joy.

The pro~ess of the season urgently requires that any of last month's gard ening
duties, which may have been unavoidably omitted, ought now to claim imm ediate
attention before the return of the drier weather of the succceding month. If,
therefore, circumstances are favourable, th e early portion of September will be
chosen either to commence first, or cont inue former sowing s of onions, leeks,
carrots, parsnips, red beet, cabbag e, cauliflower, savoys, brussels spro uts, curled
greens, spinach, parsley, mustard, cress, radish, lettuce, and endive , together
with two or mor e successional sowings of peas and broad beans . The pres ent is
also a snitable time for sowing celery on the open border for late crops, succeed­
ing that which was recommended to be sown last month on a slight hot bed .

Any tim e thi s month may be chosen for sowing all th e vari eti es of flowering
broccoli. The best sor ts are th e early whit e cape, th e walcheren, the imperial
whi te winter, snow's superb white, and th e white mammoth . These varieties
will afford a succession of fine broccoli for daily use from th e time cauliflowers
cease to produce in au tumn un til their r eturn, about th e end of N ovemb er ,

Three small successional sowin gs of early white stone turnips may be mad e
between th e beginning and th e end of the month-a repetiti on of th e sowings
being needful, lest th e first should happen to start off prematurely to seed, which
is quite a usual occurre nce with the first early-sown crops of carrots and turnips.

Another slight hot -bed may now be mad e upon which to plant th e cucumbers
and melons sown last month, and to carry on growing tomat oes, capsicums,
balsams, coekscombs, and globe amaranths, or any othcr seeds which are benefited
by a gentle bottom heat.

The celery sown on a hot-bed last month may now be gradually inured to
exposure, and when sufliciently hardened off, may be thi ckly planted out in a
moist shady situation, and very frequently watered until finally transplanted, as
directed in the January calendar.

~e various annual pot -herbs may now be sown-such as summer savoy, sweet
marjoram, sweet basil , bush basil, and marigolds; and either th c seed may be
sown, or last year's plants transplanted of such biennial and perennial sweet and
pot herbs as thyme, sage, winter savoy, pot -marjoram, balm, bomge, spear-mint,
~eppermi;'l~, hys~op, and lavender; and of such as bear the rep utation of posses­
Bmg medicinal virtues-c-sueh as rosemary, feverfew, penny-r oyal, chamomile, and
horehoun d.

The roots of rhubarb, though I'OW begin~inno t? unfold their ~eaycs, !MY"
still be safelv transplanted, especially when hft;;a with a ball of soil adhenng;
and the roots of aspara gus, sen.kalc, horse-~dish, globc and jerusalem artichokes
will also still bear removal with equal certainty of success,

It is now the SCMon to commen ce graft ing, as the sap is beginning to move.
Commencc first wi th those fruit trees which come earliest int o.lellf, as cherries
and plums . The latest kinds in Icafing are pears and llpple~, w:hich arc generally
not grafted until nearly a fortnight after the eh;rry . This IS als? th e proper
time to graft oranees ; choose for a stock thc senile oran ge, as being the most
hardy, durable, ,J; d ~bust gro~-er.. As direc t,;,l in th e previous month, the
scions should bc taken off and laid m; for gr:l~tmg. l~lways succeeds best w~en
the sap of thc stock is in a more forward ~tate ot act~nty. than tha t of th e sCIOn.
Observing the performance of the opera tion of gra ftm g IS bet ter than any oth er
method of tonching it . The voun z trees to bc worked, techni cally culled "the
st ocks," are "cut over" near 'the ground. Firstly, clear away a little of th e soil
from the bnse of the stock, as it is.desirable to plll~? th e graft lIS low down on the
stock IlS possible. Secondly, havin g a sharp ~Ulte, make a smo?th cut on one
side of the stock, ju~t sufficient t~ fit thc dlamete! of th e SCIO~, and about
I ! inches long , and slIghtly penctratmg the wood. Next, mak e a slit d?wnwards
from the top on thc smooth cut side of the stock about a quarter of an inch deep.
Cut the scion of a le.ngth c?rresp~nding to th e length of th e cut on the stock, a~d
cut the lower end of the sCIOn obliquely at one cut , to fit the stock , and mak e III

it 11 cut similar to that in the stock. La stly , fix the stock and scion together,
and fit th e inner edges :lCatly, so th at the b!I1'k of ea~h shall .~e in contact. Tic
them fi:mly togeth er WIth worsted 01' b~ss ':"- th e d?slred pOSItIOn, and cover ~ho
graft WIth prepared clay, made by beating It up WIth short h~y ; earth up WIth
soil nearly to the top bud of fhe scion, thus grclltly promoting the umon b'y
keeping the clay in a moist state . There arc many kinds of grafting, but this
method is the onc most practised.

The tran splanting of gooseberrics, curran ts, raspberri es, strawberries, apples,
and other frui t tr ees, as well as forest tr ees, should by th e end of the mon th be
completed for the season; for the parching north-west winds which sometimes
blow at in ter vals from the beginning or middle of October, are unfavorable to
the re-estab lishment of lately-r emoved fru it and forest trees.

The seeds of sweet pellSand migni onctt c may continue to be sown for succes­
sional bloom, wi th 1111 the numerous sorts of hardy or half-hardy annual, biennial,
or perennial flower secds. E arly in the prcsen t mon th is also a suitable season
for thc planting of roses, fuchsias, holyhocks, dahlias, chrysanthemums, pinks,
carn ations, and many other varieties of similarly ornamental herba ceous tlowering
rlant s, which, in their season, impart to th e flower borders a pleasing gaiety and
fragran t perfume.

Greenhouse plants re-pott ed last. month will, every fine day, require to have an
abu ndance of air, so as to secure a healthy, vigorous growth- an important point
in the successful cult ure of greenhouse plant s to be aimed at , and deemed of
qui te as much importance as a profusion of bloom itself, and under proper tr eat ­
ment, of very easy att ainment , by a rigid adherence to the usual rul es which
gm-ern successful cultivation ; these mainly consist in profuse ventilation, frequent
watering in bright weath er, a moist atmosphere, secured by frequent sprinkling,
togethcr with an absence of thc grcenho use insect pest, known by the common
namc of green fly, thc removal of which is easily effected on its first app earance
b'y syrin ging overhead with tobacco water, or by fmnigating with tobacco smoke,
eith er of which will be found perfectly efficacious.

Vineries which were closed in last month, and assisted with a little fire heat
will now be star ting first into ren cwed growth; the buds of the vines will break
m?r e ev~nlJ:' as t~" firs~ bursting of the. buds is usually termed, by frequent
daily synngmgtl with tepid water, which WIll, at the same time, create within the
vinery a warm moist atmosp here-conditions of early culture in which the vino
delights to luxuriate.

Spring closes with th e cnd of th e pr esent month, whilst showers and refreshing
de",:srecur at longer int ervals- not merely gi.Ying place to the warm dry weather,
which now commences, bu t even to occasional dry north- west winds which
sometimes begin to blow with considerable violence oven so early as October.
These, however, arc of unfrequent OCCUITence, and rarely of more than a few
hours' duration.

A.knowledge of t)lis eircumstanc? ought, however, to stimulate every prudent
eultn'.ator to use h is.utmost .cxerlions to complcte the ncccssary sowin g and
plant ing of all crops either onntted last month or necessary to be sown during the

pr csent.
Continu c, th ercfore, th e sowing of flowering broccoli, adhcrinsr to the varieties

previously rcco=cnded. Early III the month make a final so"i ng of soymour's
superb whit e or manchcstcr red celery, and also sowings of curled parsley, ~lobc
savoy, brussels sprout s, curlcd grecns, and cauliflower. ~Iake successIOnal
sowings of early white stone turnips, spinach, cress, mustard, radish lettu cc
endive, and red bcet. E ven onions may still be sown, more, howeYe; for th~
purpose of drawing grcen throughout the summer and autumn, and thus save
th e bulbs of the earlier and .better crops. The varieties of early and late cabbages
may also be sown, and durin g showery weather the early spnn~-sown plants of
each may be admntageously transplan ted. Carr ots, parsmps, salsafv, and
scorzonel'3 may still be sown ; and now is a suitabl e timc to commcnce first small
sowing s of scarlet .runners and dwarf french be!'n s. These first sowings are not ,
however, to be relied upon ; 10 1' some se.asons It . hap!?ens that a lon~ per i?d of
fine weather may be succeeded by a single chilly mght , aecompamed WIth a
slight hoar frost, by which the first crops of scarlet runners, french bean s and
s?me othe~ ten der plants arc partially swept olf ; hence th c necessity for s;cces-
slOnal sowmgs .

Cucumbers and melons planted on a hot-bed last month will now require to
be finally moulded ; and to render th em abundantly fruitful, th ey oug ht to be
stopped at e"ery second join t, and sprinkled with water on th e afternoon of
every warm day, closing th em m early with a moist warm atm osphere.
Tomatoes and capsicums, balsams, cockscombs, and amaran ths sown in Aug ust
and September will now need to be pott ed off singly.

Towards the .end of t~is month the out -of-doors hardy ridge cucumbers,
water-melons, ple-pumpkms, gourds, vegetable marrows, and late tomatoes may
be sown within any sheltered enclosure. All of these are very tender, and,
where proper conveniences exist, it is the safest plan to sow th em in ilower pots,
placed either in a glass frame or within th e window of a dwellin",-house until
the .seeds hav e germina ted, and the plants are about an meh in teight ; after
whlCh th ey may for a few days be gradually inured to exposure, by placing thcm
out during the day, and keet'ing th em in at night; and when thus sufficiently
hro:dene~ olf, th ey may be phlllted out in any ~arm sheltered sitllation, and for
a tnne slightly protected by a temporary covermg at night.

Strawberry plants bloom much more vigorousl)' when frequcntl~· watered
duriuz dr .. weather. The seed-stems of rhubarb and se~ -kale exercise a very
exha;stin"gpower over the roots, and should all be cut away as soo,:,as percep­
tible' rhubarb will be greatly ben~fited by frequen t heavy watenngs- Some
of the tlnest rhubarb yet grown m Canterbury was produccd after repeatOlI

drenchings with soap-suds.
Flower sel'ds of all th e hardy and hal~-hardy annuals may still.b~ sown ; an d

nov is a suitab le time to commence Sl?Wmg th e m'.'re tender :nrlClies , such as

Summer commences ,,; th November, nnd although it s general character may
incline to warm, dry weather, yet th c ground is not unfrequently cooled, and
tree., plan ts, an,l seeds greatly refreshed, and rapid growth in each, encouraged
by occasional copious rains, which st imulate vegetation in a very remarkable
degree, and afford suitab le opport unities for continuing t.he sowing and I.'lant ing
of Eome sorts of " egetable crop ; first among st which, scarlet runners will claim

attention, two or more successive sowings of each of which ought to bo made
during the commencement of thc month,

Successional sowings of white stone turnips mav continue to be made' for
to have these in perfection, it is best to make frequent small sowings, using th~
roots only when they are young and tender; swede turnips sown now will be fit
for use in winter; for although they are usually considered a field crop, they are
also a very excellent winter vegetable.

Further supplies of spinach, and rcpeated sowings of peas and broad beans may
continue to be made; should the soil happen to be dry at the timc of sowing
any of these crofs, it is an excellent plan, after the ~rills ~ave been for~ed, to
run a potful 0 water along the bottom of each, nnmediatelv after which thc
seeds ma)" be sown and covered in. This is a much hctter and morc natural
plan than stecping seeds, an~ the A"~ound will rc~ain the moisture thus imparted
better than by surface watering, whilst the germmatlon of the seeds will be con­
siderably accelerat ed thereby. Crops, however, which have recently been sown
wil.1 be gr~atly benefited bJ: repeated surface-waterings du~ing dry weather:
ThIS assertion, I am aware, IS sometimes challenged by the inexperienced and
unobservant,

Successional sowings of cress, mustard, radish, endive, and lettuce can be
con!i!'ued. Sp.ring-sown early and late cabbages can bo transplanted, and
additional sowmgs I?adc; any of the other 80r,ts of winter greens fit for
removal may now beg m to bc transplanted, care bemg taken to select suitable
weather and a fit condition of tho soil. •

Vegetable marrows, cucumbers, gourds, pumpkins, water-melons and
tomatoes, raised in pots, as previously directed, may now, if omitted last ~onth
be planted out in a sheltered situation; each of which, except the tomatoes'
may be planted in threes, each three standing about a yard apart. 'I'he first fe,~
days after removal they should be constantly shaded, and frequently watered,
?,omat~es may ~e planted at the bottom of a paling, ~o be trained against it , or
III continuous Imes across the garden, twelve inches distant in the line and to
be ultimately supported by branches similar to pea stakes, or bricks'may be
placed upon the surface, and the plants pegged down upon them the radiating
heat from which rapidly ripens the fruit. '

Fruit trees, especially .\'"in~s, peaches, and nectarines, are liable to produce
mo:-e young w~od than IS either favourable to the future production of flnc
fruit, or conducive to the general vigour and symmetry of th e tree. Pinch
out,. therefore, with th,e fing:r and thumb, all seeming superabundant shoots,
leaving only such as are likely to leave the tree symmetrical and well­
proportioned.

Established raspberries, especially on a hot, dry soil, arc liable at this season
to throw up numerous suckers, which should either be frequently cut with a
garden hoe, or \'"erycarefully lifted with a fork; for they are produced at the
expense and t~ the great injury of the parent fruit-bearing plants, at the bottom
of each of which, from three to five young shoots left for next year's fruit.
bearing canes, are amply sufficient. '

Strawberries out of bloom should have frequent liberal waterings to assist
them in swelling thcir fruit. '

Flower g~dens should be neatly hoed and raked, and sweet -peas, brompton
st<lc,ks, dahlias, ~o}lyhocks, and othe,: tall-growing plants, ':ill now req~ire to be
staked or ot,hennse sup.porte.di whilst all the dwarf-growmg and choicer sorts
of flowers will have their brilliancy of colours and duration of bloom greatly
pr~ged by frequcnt shading and watering.

TI~e grecn -house. ,,;11 nO': bc profll~c1y gay with all thc rich and gaudily
eoiorcd flowers which gemmums, fuschias, and vorbonns in a full blaze of bloom
can impart, brought out in contrast, and heightened in elfectlby the , 'gaiety of

numerous other flowcring plants, exhibiting every shade of color, as wcll as a
large diversity of foliage.

Thc duration of this display will be best maintained b)"~atering freely ~t the
root only, by airing largel y e:ery calm day, and by shading the house slight
from the bnghtness of the mid-day sun.

Climbin .. plants, growing up the rafters and columns ,?f the house, will require
frequent p'hmin g and training, so that the beauty of their gay blossoms may not
be obscured by the density of o\'"ererowded leaves and branches.

Vineries will require a rigid adherance to in~t~etio~s pre~ously given with
reference to temperature, moisture, and Yentilati~n, lllcreaslllf(. however , the
two first conditi ons of culturc, and reducing .the t~nrd as. th e v~Ies enter upon
the critical stage of blooming and setting their fruit; .a hll\h moist tem!,e~ture
and somewhat close atmosphere will favour t.he ~ettlllg ot all the varlOtIes.of
grapes and will be found to be completely indispensable to the alexandrian
and ca'nnon hall muscats, as well us several other of the imperfectly setting
but higher tlavourcd varieties.

Stop all lateral shoots at the first joint, and tic up with Care every branch
which has fruit to support, and permit no moro than one bunch of grapes to
each bran ch.

Midsummer begins with the commencement of the present month, which is
espccially the season of luscious fruits and beautiful flowers. The trees also
rejoice in their leafy pride, the fields luxuriate in the abundance of their verdure,
and animated nature is full of life and enjoyment.

Exuberant ~owth in gardens everywhere prevails, and especially amongst
fruit trees, which now require to have both the fruit and y~ung growths pro­
~erly thinned; the rapid growths of th e stocks of fruit trees and roses
tit them for commencing the operation of budding, care being al ways taken to
select for the opera tion a showery or cloudy day.

The season for seed sowing is now so far advanced, that the chief gardening
duties of the present month will be the care rather of those crops we have sown,
than of the few we can still successfully commit to the ground; for, although
such as peas and beans may be sown, yet the crops they are likely to produce
will not be quite equal to those sown last and previous months; and. although
they produce equally well, yet a considerable portion of the pods are liable to be
destroyed by a caterpillar abounding at this season.

French beans and scarlet runners may be planted, and additional sowings of
radishes, lettuces, cress, and mustard, may be continued; but the chief crops
which claim attention this month are turmps, a large breadth of which should
now be sown for winter use, The yellow swede, for use as a vegetable, should
be sown as early as possible in December, and the yellow and white garden
varieties about the end of the present and beginning of the ensuing month.

The earlier part of the present month is usually characterized by frequent

of the most costlY and elegant buildings in the city . There are forty-two hotels
and restaurants; two :Masonic and three Odd F ellows' lodges; there is a Garrick
club, debating society. chess club, jockey club, mechanics' inst itution, a building
and land society, a chamber of commerce, three daily and three weeklv news.
papers. The gas is laid on in all the principal streets of the city, which are now
kcrbed and pa ...ed, or laid down with asphalte, which, in Otago, appears to be
almost as durable as stone. The streets ha ...e all been made and metaIled under
t he superintendence of :Mr. Henry )1iller, an engineer of great ability and
experience, for several years engaged in Victoria on works of magnitude. Ther e
are four new jetties, in addition to the old one;' there are two leading at acut e
angles from J etty-street ; the new Customs wharf and jetty; the Stewart-strcet
j et ty, in the vicinity of the !faol; and a ...ery long one at P elichet Bay, at the
north.west extremity of the city.

Very shortly, one hundred and thirty-seven acres will be reclaimed from the
bay, in the heart of the city, by the cutting away of Bell Hill, and filling in with
the debris . The estimated cost of th is work is £355,305 ; but it is calculated that
th e building sites will pay the whole cost an d leave a handsome surp lus to be
devoted to the public works in the city. D unedin possesses a large hospital,
capable of receiv ing' about one hundred and sixty patients. It has also a bene.
volent asylum . The inhabitants are justly pro ud of th eir edifices devoted to
public worshi p. The erection of a large and elegant Church of E ngland in
Stewar t- str eet, near the junction of the Octagon, has lately been comple ted.
There is a very handsome Roman Catholic church on the east side of Princes­
stree t, built of stone. I n the vieinit;: of th is is the W esleyan chapel, built in
th e Got hic sty le of architecture . Besides th ese, are two P resbyter ian churches­
one fronting .the beach at the centre of Princes-street, and the other (Knox's
Church) in Great Kin g-street . There is a small synagogue for the members of
th e H ebrew persuasion in George-street j hu t another, more central, will shortly
be erecte d in Princes-street, at a large cost. Th ere are also places of worship­
unpretending, certainly-used by the Baptists and Independents. Shortly, a
second Church of England will be built at the south end of th e city ; and the
Roman Cat holics ha ve also instituted a movement for the same object.

In January, the first anniversary of the Caledonian Society was celebrated by
a "gathering," which lasted three whole days, and was attended by o...er ten
th ousand people.

The completion of thc electric telegraph, and its usefulness being so greatly
fel t, has determined the Go...errunent to establish a line of telegraphic com­
m unication through the whole of the Province.

Aecording to the official statement of the population of the gold fields, eom­
piled from t he weekly returns of the W ardens, there were, on the 18t of J anuary,
11,050 miners in the Pro...ince , During the fortnight ending January 9th, the
gold sent down by the escort was 23,000 ozs ., or nearly th ree ounces a man,
E ighty vessels arrived in the port of Dunedin during the month, many of them
ships of considerable tonnage. During the first six weeks of the year, no less
t ha n 7,710 passengers arrived, while the departures were about 700. D uring the
same period the newly disco'l"ered guld fields in the Lake district wcre developed,
th e first escort from Lake 'Wakatipu hringing down 8,300 ozs.; the second
escort, 13,072 ozs.; an d the third, 22,835 ozs.

The first r hampion Race )feeting in Otago took place on th e 5th, 6th, 7th ,
and 8th of March. Nin e horses were en tere d, bu t of th ese ouly fi...e started­
among them Mormon, the winner of the last Champion Race in Victoria. Th e
pri ze, amoun ting to 1,000 sovereigns, with a sweepst akes of 100 sO'l"ereigns each
added, was won by a New Zealand mare, Lady Bird, owned by Mr. Redwood, of
Nel son.

On the 8th of April, Mr. ;rohn Hyde Harris was elected Superintendent by a
majority of 128 votes over Major Richardson.
