TUB colony of New Zealand and the Province of Canterbury have no history in common. The former
eontains the latter geographically, but, in the eye of the historian of current events, Canterbury must appear
an entity wholly apart and remote from the colony within whose boundaries it is to be found on the
ma The story of each for the past few years, including that of which we have now to write, must be
tolr~eparatelv. New Zealand would have her war, her native population, her gold fields, almost evcry.
thing on which her notoriety :ests, even though <;ante;bury ~id not exist withm .her territory. .on th e other
band. the silent progres. which we have made 10 this Province, the works which we hav e flnished, begun,
or p~jecled, even the difficulties und er which we labour, form matter for our own historians in no wa)" con­
nected with the exciting topics ri.ing outside our borders, We do not sa)" that the gold which Otago has
reducedso largely within the past few years hasdone nothing 10 advance the malerial interests of Canter­

hury. On the contrary, a portion of the wealth of the sister Province has poured across our borders, and
undoubledly hastened our prosperity. And no less true is it that the war in th e North, mismanaged and
procrastinatcd as it has been, wasteful of the resources of the colony, and fruitless of result, will bring before
long injurious consequences even upon Canterbury. The cause and the effect arc there, but the one is
remotc from the othe~; the sequence of the eyent is. hardly perceptible, and the. agen.cy is wholly invisible ;
and even if a connection may be traced, there is nothing to indicate any close relationship between Canterbury
nod the colon)"at large. So far is this the case that when, during th e past year, a temporary monetary
difficulty was experienced in this province, the most experienced could hardly say whether the pressure was
dae to the difficulties of the neighbouring Provinces or to the tightness of th e mane)" market ill England.
Cnoterhury is, indeed, wonderfully independent of its northern and southern neighbours. Much the same
may be said, no doubt, of the other Provinces. And so it fall. out that the chronicler of the year's events in
Cante,'hury feels himself to he writing no page of the history of New Zealand as a whole.

The history of Canterbury during 1864 hag not been altogether of that happy brilliant character which,
we may say, is natural to the province, Along with a great deal of prosperity and material advancement,
somemisfortune has to be chronicled. The state of trade during the winter Wag dull, and to some extent
it still continues so. The Government found themselves una ble to sell the debentures of the Province as
readilyas thcy wished in Lond?n, and so thc large puhlic. works, railways to the !'orth and so~th, improve.
ments in Lytlelton harhour, brldges over the dangerous r"ers, and other expens,ve undertakmg. have not
becn proceeded with so rapidl)" as wns anticipated Inst )"ear, and in some cases not at all. At the 6Ilmc
time the rise and fall of new gold fields, and a faIling olf in the present productiveness of some old and
favo:U-ite diggings, ha,e attracled and repelled hither and thither across this l'rovince, to and from th c ".aka.
marina, the Grey and the Dunstan, numhers of people who would bc in th eir place among a gold.mining
population, but looked as much out of place on the alluvial plains of Canterbur)" as did their tcnts in a
Canterbur)" sou' -wester. Desides, there continued to be, ag there always has becn, a not inconsiderahle
immigration from other provinces and colonies of persons hoping to find a eomfortuhle home among us.
The discharged militiaman from Auckland, the impo,erished settler from Taranaki, the small tradcr from
Australia, the writing-clerk from Dunedin, and the roving man-of-all-work from everywhere, after tasting
the sweets and bitters of the lagt new gold field in Cook Straits, next thought of Canterbur)", and came
on hither, hoping to find a new land of Goshen , wherc the plagues of war and gold should be unfelt•
Canterbury, nevertheless, can claim no excmption from the operation of economical laws; an unusual
in1IllX of a hcterogeneous population in a dull time could not hut ha,e its natural elfect-the production of
a temporary slagnation of commerc c. In short, Canterhur)" has prospered during the past twelve months;
but the prosperit)" has been Icss and hcr progress slower than usual. With this general glance at the stat<­
of the province, we pllSS to a detail of facts .

A remarkable event in the political histor)" of the Pro,ince hag been the resignation of th e Executive,
under which Mr. Maude Wag the Proyineial Secretar)". The causes that Icd to it are thought, in some
de/P'ee, to be due to the action of the Superintendent, his Honor having openl)" expressed his int ention of
resIgning, which intention he afterwards declined to carf)" into execution. Diflerences had arisen between
him and the Executive with reference to the conduct of public works, which, taken in conjunction with the
circumstances just alluded to, lcft thcm no other course to pursue. Another Executive was shortly after
formed,with a gentleman eomparati,ely lillknown amongst us at its hend, but who has since sbown so great an
aptitude for business, and so much energy in pushing forward the work of the Government, that the sclec.
tionof Mr. Rollcston to fill the important post of Provincial Secretary must be considcred a happy one. The
creation of the office of Secretary of Public Works, and the appointmcnt of the Han. .Tohn Hall to the post
with a seat in the Council, Wlls rendered neecssary h)" the increasing business of the Province; and tram
the well-known admini.trative ability of that gentlcman, it may be safely predicatcd that, at a period
ia the hislor)" of Canterbury when important works were projected, the Council exercised a wise diserimina.
tion in allowing Mr. Hall to carr)" them out.

There was a short silting of the Provincial Council in April, for the consitleration of some urgent
business; but the session of the year commenced on the 11th of August. The business embraced
several important subjccts, among which rna)" he noticcd the consideration of the reports of the
commission appointed to report upon the Lyttdlon harbour work., and thc projected railways to the north
and soulh of the Province. The Education Bill of 1863 having been found objectionable in Its operation, a

The repudiation of the P anama mail contract b" the General Go...ernment excited a feelin a of
ronsidcrnble indignation. Two public meetings were held, one 0 11 April 11th IIDd the other on .A1Jril
1 th. At the latte r Mr. Ward addressed the persons assembled, and th e current of popular feeling
has since run stron,::ly against the act of the Go"ernment. The matter has now been taken up by
the General Aseembly.

An important public meeting was held in the Town HlIll, Clu'istehureh, on Oct .. 21st. It was held
in ~rder to gil'e the inhabitauts an opportunit! of expressing , their "iews as to the advisability of
ealhng the Genera l Assembly together. The object of the meel1ng was frustrated by the fact that in
th.c meanwh!le the A sembly had. b('('~ s'!IDmone~, but th e opportunity was taken advantage of by 3Ir.
" d d, who, III au able speech, sta ted hiS "Iews, which were assent ed to by those present. '.fhese n ews were
the absolute acceptanco of the Goyem ment ,of the colony in all its branches by the colonists themseh-os,
and the abandonment for the future of any assistance from the mother country in th e shape of troops .

Timaru !Ia~ been agitating for separation, the inhabitants prineivally grounding their reasons on t.ho
idea that l1~OIr mterests arc neglected, an~1 t!lat ~hey do no~ o~taill a Just participation in the exponditUl'c
of the pubhe ~evenue, Ifo~e"or, the agltalion IS a very limltcd one, lind does not appear, on th e whole,
(0 be \'Cry seno llsly enterttnueil.

A noti; cuble featllr e in this brief l 'esl~"'c of tho history of our pro"ince is the establishment of Road
Uoar,ls. 'I hese have,bcen alr~ady productl...e of some beneficial remits, not altogether unallo}'Cd with evil.
The roa,lo, under t~elr sllperVlson, show e...erj· prospect of being kept in eueHent condition, but it has been
fou!ld necessary .to ,mtrodllce both rat es and toll·bars in order to ensure that favourable condition. '1'he
project of estabhslnn,::these hin,lmnees to free circulation has been very unfi,vournbly received and in one
lIlst~nee the p~pnlnee ha" e s.how,: "th;ir ignorant impatience of taxation" by the summa;y process of
forcibly remonng the obnoxIOUSImpedtments . Another form of taxation equally necessary and equally
rcpugl'&!lt to lhe feelings of the majority. is the introduction of II house .ra'te. This is the mo~e unpepnlar,
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use it bears unevenly upon the people, and it will be found, from the fact of th e migrlltory nature of
~population, to be a tax " ery difficult of collecti on . The legislation on th is subject seems to th oso who
o te taxation, and hope to ha ve left it behind in the mother-coun try, to mak e the po..ession of property a
~e and the driving; of a vehicle an offence punishable by penalty. And th e ta xes will no doubt produce,
~t least for a while, th e effect of somewhat putting a st op to investments in land, and by so doing will
dect our land revenue.

Th o pro­
moters of th e branch lin e between Chri stchurch and F errymead (which was opene d on 1st December,
1863) ha ...e pro ...ed th e anti cipations formed by them to be corr ect; th e tra flic being at the rate of 20,000
Ions per annum. The following is th e return of traffic for nine months end ing September 1, 1StH,

The Provincial Telegraph from Port to Chri stchurch has been a gr eat acqu!sitio,n; but it .having been
found desirable that the whole system of telegraphs should be und er one direction, our line has been
handed oyer to the Gen eral Government, Arrengements are now in the course of bein,:: made, by means
of which, in th e cour se of a few months, telegraphic communication will be extended on th e north to
: eIson, and on th e south to the Bluff.

There has been a considerabl e addition to our st eam fleet, inter-colonial, inter-pro...incial, and for the
urposes of our own commerce. The Saltwater Creek Na ... igation Company have started th e Waipara, It

~nall but useflll boat, wh ich tr ades between Christchurch and th e Creek, and the enterprise of ono of
eurtownsmen has given us the little steamer named the Moa, which has already rendered her O\TIlers good
l('rncc.

1n eonneetion with the sllbjeet of commercial impro,ements, we may mention th e improvements which, ­
in rarious departments, ha ye taken place in the harbour of Lj'ttelt on. P eacock' s Wharf has been
e1on""ted, and Norwich Quay so much improyed as to be scarcely recogni zable b>' " the oldest inhabitant."
The°boatmen ha"e been th e subje ct of legislation ; by a salutary enaetment they arc now compell ed to ,
take out a license, which will ens ure eiYilit>:llnd regularity. The boat ser vice has been gr eatly impro:ed.
Apilet and boat and crew have been established on th e Sumner bar, and have already been found sernee­
ble for the pre serva tion of life and property. Another token of progress is the erect ion of a Light-house

oaGodley H ead; this work is being steadily carr ied on. '1'he iron fittings ha"e alTi'-ed, but the work has
n somewhat retarded by the wreck of th e Catherin e, with:the material for the foundat.ion of th e Light­

houseon board. In the month of No...ember, th ere were in the ha rbour 11,000 tons of shipping , including
the largest merchant ,esool afloat , the British Empire, th e fine steamer th e Otago, the Ulue Jacket, and

host of barges and small r i"er craft.

The return of the Inspector of Sheep for th e year ending .June, 1864, shews that the total number of
heep in the proyinee amounted th en to 1,300,000. During th e year th ere were imported in to the pro...ince by
a 12,520 ; from Nel son, 38,050; and from Ota[?, 17,850; making a total of 61,420. The scab, wh ich had
ade'0 much havoc among the Jloeks, was steadily decreasing, and from th e excellent sys tem of pre caution
hieh is no,...adopted, its total eradication may be reasonably anticipat ed. The Inspector statos thn t tho

year has been one of unprecedented fineness, and, from the abundance of grass, th e Jloeks generally are in
c condition . -

The shipments of wool were considerably in advance of those of previous years. There were se, en
'P! dispatched from our port last season loaded with 16,931 bales, ,alued at £<100,000.

,Th~ City Council of Christchurch have been steadily and suecessfull,r carrying out th eir great work
of city Impro"ements: new streets have been formed, and se" eral more lald out, A plan for th e drainage
~f the city has been under their consideration; the expense is roughly estimated at £ 160,000, Se...eral

esian wells hay e been sunk in 'various portions of Christchurch, which have materially tended (0 obviate
one inconvenience which the city has long suffered from, namely, the want of a good supply of water.

A glance at the religious aspect of Canterbury will show that, in the midst of all our exertions for
m~tc~al ad...ance1!'~nt, we have not b~e.n al~ogether ,unmindful of higher considerations. Churches amI
hutldmgs for ~~hglO~ purposes a!'e l1SlDg ,Ill onr midst." '1'he Ca,thedral is, at lenglh, showing some
outward and nSlble Sl,::n" of lteeolDmg a reahly. The ReSident Architect has arrived, aIllI the foundation
tone has heen laid with much ceremony. To remedy the great and increasin...want of church accommo­

dation, a new church (to be called the Church of St. John the Evangelist) is being built of st one in Latimer
quare ; the foundation stone was laid in June last, the whole Masonic body joining in the proce ssion. A

parsonage has been built in Christchurch, and one is in the course of erection at Avonside. A large stone
parsona~e is being built in LytteIton, at a cost of £2000. The Province has been di...ided into three rural
deaconnes, the occupiers being the Rev. H . .Jacobs, the Rev. B. 'V. Dlldley, and t,he Rev. H. Harper. The
Wesleyans have completed a new chapel, one of the handsomest stone buildings in New Zealand. The

byterians have ~s!ablishedanother church in ~hx:istehurch, under the. pastorate of the R ev. George
Gl'lUlt, formerly ID1IIISter at Akaroa, and are building a large church m Lyttelten. A P resbyterian .

Tlle Or hanaa , thc Lunatic Asylum, the Female H ome, and th e H ouse of R efuge arc amongst the
nu mbe/ The Ho pit I, after being for a short time under the management of a Board of Govern ors, has
repassed into the hands of the Gorernment, as the expenment of the former management was found nOI
to have 8UCCCeded.

With regard to crime, we can claim no immu nit y for Can terbury. The. sessio~ which ha..e been held
during the past year do not show a large r a~o~IDt of er1J!le than ml~ht fairly be looked for frOID
our increased popula tion, and the influx of a gold mmmg populat ion. I,:, Ch~lStchureh, the numbe~ of cases
for trial at the December ses ion was far below the average, and of vcry shght llnp?rtance. So"!e ser.IOUS case!
of cattle stealing have occur red during the year, and the offen~ers sentenced to various term~ of llDprISOnme?l.
The cases of polty larceny hare been very m~ch on the IDcre~e; t~ese proba~ly anse, as Mr. J~hce
Oresson remarkeJ in a recent charge to th e Jury, from the high pnco of provisions and a scarcity of
employment.

The Volunteer movement has becn making gr eat progress; we have now in Phristchure~ and the
country seven companies of Rilles, about live hun drod st rong, .who are becoming well drilled, and
execute the man auvres in a vory creditable style. A corp. of onglDe~rs. and one of .yoomanry ~valry
have also been formed. an I th o commissions of the officers gaze tte d. It IS ID contemplation to establish an
artill ery battery for the defence of the har bour of Lyttclton.

The river " 'aimakarirl has long been a s,?urce of great difficulty, as it .wns so frequently diverg!ng
from it. banks, occa ioning thereby a very serlOu~ 103s. Many plans hav~ be~n suggested for rem.edJlllg
th is evil, and it is to be hoped that some scheme WIll have the effect of reventing a recurrence of It; but
the outlay will be very considerable, to say nothing of the vast amount of mon ey already wasted on futile
expedients.

A wonderful improvement has take n place in the general aspect of all our towns. Lyttelton, K aiapoi,
and Timaru have all made rapid strides in the acquiremcnt of the necessaries, and even many of the refine.
menta, of life. But perhaps th e greatest improve';Dent.is noticeable in th e ~apital, where n~w buildings of
every description, and adap ted for almost every imaginable purpose, arc r lSmg on every Side. The new
Council Chamber will be a \'ery handsome building , being constr ucted of stone and ornamental in style.
'Ve have already alluded to the ecclesiastical buildings , so we will just men tion a few of the new structures
destined for secular pu rposcs. The various banks have commenced to transact th eir business in bu ildings
which would do credit to any town. The Union Bank of Aust ralia has a hands ome location (to use an
Americanism) in Hereford-str cct; the Bank of Australasia possesses a fine ston e building in Cashel- street,
but the Bank of New z"aland, although owning a valuable central sit e for a bank, still fondly clings to the
old time-honoured shanty in Cashel-street. Then we have the new Town Hall, a massive stone structure,
more remarkable for npparent durability than elegance of design . A Cust om-house has been built
toget her with a Telegraph Sta tion ; but we arc told that a new Cust om.house and Post-office are looming
in the distance. The long-talked of Gaol and Court H ouse only exist as yet on paper, but th e money has
been voted for their erection, which is one step towards their becoming a reality. The Immigration
Barra cks have becn removed from their . old site, and the place which knew them of old knows them no
more, for the new cst"blishment in the Lincoln road is now open. 'l'he new Lunatic Asylum, also in the
Lincoln road, has been for some time in operation; unfortunately th e number of persons requiring shelter
wit~i.n it s waUs. has been for some ti me p~infuUy on the incre~e. 'l'he merchants' st~res ro:e a grest
addItIon to UIO city; several of them arc deCidedly ornamental, wlulst others arc of a plaID, busmess.\ike
a!ructur e. The site of tho grea t fire in Colombo-str eet is again occupied by a handsome row of shops,
mostly tenanted by th e former proprietors. The plate.glllSs mania, once so prevalent in English towns,
hlIS reached Christchurch, an d wo have now windows of large size, some of which arc being decorate d in
a very conspicuous, if 1I0t elegant, otyle. The ladies have not been overlooked, for we have as fine and as
toml?ting loo~ing wareh? uses for .haberda~hery as Punc" could de~ire. for what he calls "lady-trap s."
Agmn, tbe mm0.r,convlHllences of hfe arc rIfe amongst us. CommuDlcatlOn, thanks to Cobb's coaches, is
now greittly filclhtatcd. between the ~ore distant parts of the province, whilst in the city itself we have
cabs and hackney carnages, whose dnvers seem to have the same extraordinary notions of distance and of
'he value of f"rc, a. their bret hren at home. An Act of th e Provincial Council was passed to regulate the
movements of thcse gen try, and it is te be hoped will pro..e effectual in so doinD'. We have now several
manufactories in ":,,til'e ,?p.crat ion ; so~p works, breweries and mills have long been ~stablished, and arc sources
of much eommer~ l al actIVIty. :Uac~meryhas been started for th e )?reparation of the p"ormium tenax into
pulp for paper ; It has long been vamly tnedfor the purposes of fibrous manufacture. Three iron foundries
are now at work here, and specimens of iron manufacture of a large size have been turned out from them.
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There is also a large saw-mill, w~er~ a c~nsidera~le quantity of timber is prepared and d~essed. Hotels•
~ths and cafes have become institutions ID th e eltl; at some of the latter, petits soup ers, ID the style of
~e ";'tnurants of London and Paris are provided for th oso whose epicurean tastes tend in that direction.
One great improvement is evident in our large towns, and th at is th e excellent pavement now almost
universally laid down. The footpaths in most of th e streets are now asphaltcd, and those who are familiar
with the shingled trottoirs which of old caused so much annoyance, can well app reciate th e alte ra tion .
Speaking of the str eets, we mus t not omit to notice ano ther decided ma rk of advancement, the introduction
of gas. This will obviate one great inconvenience. I n forme r t imcs it was almost a work of dang er to
traverse the stree ts; the evil was palliated by th e in tr oduct ion of a few glimmering kerosine lamps. Now,
however, th c mains for gas arc laid down in nil the leading th oroughfares, and by the t ime our almanac is
in the hands of our readers, gas will probably hav e become an inst itu tion.

Plantations are being mad e in almost every direction; th e Govern ment Domain will in time be one of
the prettiest public gardens in th e southern hemisphere, whil st th e Town Belts will in th e cour se of a
fewyears form a charming vista , someth ing on th e prin ciple of a P arisian Boulevard , VilIa residences arc
beingerected in th e suburbs, and the lawns and greenhouses begin to give th e place an alm ost English
appearance. Indeed, it is difficult for one newly arrived to realize th e fact th at he is in a land sixteen
thousand miles fr om England, and wh ich only a few years ago was a primitive wildern ess. Several
new townships hav e been laid out, and others ar e in the eourso of formati on. Thanks to th o energy
of our settl ers, they are to be seen springing up all around, especially in th e case of Leithfi eld, which
owes its foundation to the indefatigable efforts of the gentleman from whose nam e its app ellati on is
derived.

During th e twelve months just elapsed, we hav e had soveral serious fires in Chris tchurch . Thc
most terrible one occurred on June 4tI,. The lire commenced in th e stores occupied by Messrs.
Malson and Torle sse, and great dama ge was th e result. The premises of ~ressrs . Axup and Co., Brooke
and Co., Mat son and Torlesse, Cooper, Mort on, Bloom, Gr een, Fuller, ''Vheeler, and Blundell were totally
destroyed. The loss was estimated at £12,000. The whole amount of insurances effected was £5,800. The
firemen work ed with a will, and fortunately no lives were lost; but the damage done to pr operty by fire,
water, and hasty ill-judged removal, was very great . An in quiry as to tho origin of th e fire was held, but
without any satisfactory or definit e result. Another lire took place du ring the same month, at th e Golden
Fleece. It was for tunately exti ng uished without any loss of life or serious injury to proper ly. An inquiry
into the cause of th is lire proved fruitless. Two persons were brought before th e Resident Ma gistrato's
Court,as th e supposed incendiaries, but, af ter a careful investigat ion, the y were discharged, no proof of
JrUilt having been substantiated against them. Three more fires also occurred : the one on the premises of
Mr. Hadley, in Colombo stree t, in the month of August, when th e stables cont iguous to the house were
destroyed. Anoth er in Sept ember, when th e premises of Mr. Younghu sband, better known as th e " Little
Sho!?," were consum ed. And the last in Cashel street, when th e warehouse of :Mr. B urn ell and two
adjoming houses were burnt. Th is was on October th e 2nd . The resul t of these fires was to draw
public att ention more closely to th e establishment of an efficient F ire Brigade. Two pub lic meetings were
held on the subj ect, and the consequence is that Christchurch n ow possesses a most effective Br igade, an
Ordinance of th e Provincial Council having been passed to insur e its more perfect and complete organi­
sation.

Among objects of minor import ance, bu t whieli serve to evidence the gencral ndvancemen t of tho
Province, we may mention th e progress which has been ma de in acclimatization. A considerable por tion
ofground has been laid out for the pur pose of forming a zoological garde n. This is thickly planted with .
treesand shrubs, and promises in tim e to rival th e gardens in the H ome Country and in the other colonies.
Mr. J ohnston has been appointed cura tor of the gar dens, and already severa l specimens have been
procured for them. Swans, both black and white, have been obtained, and some of our favo uri te old
English singInO' birds ha..e been added to th e number of specime ns, either by p urchase or by donation,
Some gold-lish have been brought from England, and among st other sing ular importations, a pair of foxes
hare found their way here.

The Pastoral and Agricultural Societ,Y has been working ..cry effeeti"e ly for th e improvemen t of sueh
articles as come under its more immediate sup ervision. An exhibition was held in the gr ounds in tho
month of November, and was a decided sueccss, though pronoun ced by competent j urlges to be somewhat
inferior to th e last one held. However , th ere was a fine show of horses and cat tle ; th e sbeep, owing to tho
prevalence of scab, and also becau se th e shearing was on, were not sOnum erous as on previous occasions.
Canterbury has always been noticeable for the love of flowers evinccd by its inhabitant s. 'Vo havo
now an efficient and earn est Horticultural Society, th e result of whose labours in tlte prom otion of the
delightful pursuit of gardening was pr oved by the success of th e last exhibition held un der th eir auspices
during the course of the year. Flow ers of e..ery sort and hu e were shown th cre which \fOuld hll..e dono
credit to the grow ers of any country, some of the rarest, as well as somo of the oldest fa..ourites being
included. Nor were the vegetables over-looked, for th ere was a display of th ese which would bavo
gladdened the heart of a ..egetarian. Some lectures ba ..e been given by th e membe rs of th e Associat ion on
~e topic of Horticulture, and its pr ogress in th e Province. N or have we during th e past year been
unmindful of subj ects of a higher order . Our Philosophical Institute is alrcady " a great tact," and wo
have had some lectures delivered which were distinguished by a considerable amount of tal ent , especially
that by Mr. Tra ..ers on acclimatizati on; the pap ers b'y Dr. Hanst and Mr. Buller were very valuable
additions to our stock of knowl edge on the subjects of which they severally tr eated.
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Turn ing now to lighter matters, we have been well supplie d with amusements . W e have now,

rmanent Theatre, where the highe t and the shght~t productions of the older and the more modeti

ramatis ts have been placed on the stag e in a .,.ery creditable manner. 'Ye must. not pretemut, to use,
otch phrase, the visit of the Lyster Opera Company, who presented us with a .-ane~y of op~rns of every
hool of music, in the most excellent style. Theil'. stay ~ongst .us was an epoch ill OU! history, They

Achieved a grand sucee , their performances ~lDg rceelv~d with the greatest en thusiasm, and beUlt
furnished at the highest price paid here for theatrical entertainments,

The world-renowned All E ngland El even arrived at Ly~telton on ~ebruary 6th, and. were receired
with acclamn tion. The days of their stay were kept almo st entirely as holidays, th e whole city wearing III
aspect of gnietv. Several matches were got up on the ground at lIngley Park, where some good play took
place, the Canterbury Club sustaining their reputation. ~fter being fHed in e.,.ery possible way, and
entertained by hi. Honor the Superinte ndent, they took their departure from Lyttelton on February 20th,
amidst the cheers of the assem bled crowds.

~{us icaI tnste has al 0 made some progress here. Our Musical Society comprises several accomplished
amateurs, and they exec ute d in capital style many difficult ma sterpieces of music at the various concertI
which they have given.

During the past twelve months a variety of races, both flat and steeplechase, have taken place. Two
of the latter look place in the neighbourhood of Christchurch, one at Kaiapoi and one in the Heathcou
Valley. Some good sport WaS shown at all of them, This is the first year in which thi s kind ofraeing hal
been witnessed here.

'Ve have had to deplore the deaths of some of our oldest settlers, who were so thoroughly identified
with the establishment and continuance of the settlement. Mr. Ebenezer H ay, so well known and
re 'peeled at Pigeon Bay, lost his life by accidentally fallin~ from the cliffs, as he was passi ng from Cluisl.
church to Lyll clton, dur ing th e month of October, 1863. l he Venerable the Archdeacon of Akaroa died
(after a short illness) on the 18th June. H e was one of our oldest settlers, and was grea tly regretted, ITe
was buried in thc cemetery, Christchurch, on the 21st, amid e"cry demonstration of respect, tho Free,
masons, of which body he was the Depnty Provincial Grand Master and Chaplain, attending the
procession. ::Ifr. George Ith odes died on the same day, and almost at the same hour, as the Archdeacon.
lI is death, wh ich took place at Pnra.u, ca~cd a gl'eat fceling .of re!l'reti :His remains were interred in
Lyt telton cemetery on the 2Jrd . The Inhabitants of Lyttelton did all III their power to show their respe,1
for lhe deceased gen tleman.

J!,- conclusion, wc may remar~ that Canterbury has great reason to be sat isfied with the advance it hal
made ill every respect, and may 'nth confidence look forward to th e great future which awaits it.
