THE MOORHOUSE TUNNEL.

AT 6.30 a.m, on Friday, the 2.!th May, 1867, commu nication was established between th e two dr ives in th o
tunnel, by the miners on the P ort side breaking in to a drill hole sun k some days previously in the face of"
the H eathcote drive, After a few minutes spent in enlarg ing the opening, an iron rod was passed through
from drive to drive, the distance between th e two fact's bcing fourteen fect. The alignment and the levels
were thus pr oved to have been perfectly corr ect, and the tu nnel was practically complet ed .

To write an intelligible account of the Moorhouse Tu nnel, it is necessary to go back to the earliest
records in th e history of Canterbury . F or, out of the geographical difficulty of communication between ths
P ort and the Pl ains which met the first settlers on their landing, and which has ever since seriously impeded
the progress of the province, arose the conception of the grcat work which may now be said to be virt ually
completed. There are many still among us who can recall the feelings of dismay and disappointment with
which th e lofty hills surrounding Lyttelton were first regarded . Beyond, lay an almost interminable pla in,
which, even to thc unpractised eye of th e new comer, (l'ave promise of full return for the labo ur that might
be expen ded up on it. Bu t before this could be reached a barrier of form idable dimen sions inte rposed in t he
shap e of lofty abrupt hills, and no available means existed of overcoming th e difficulty . It must havo
required all the courage and resolution with which the early settlers were so amply endo wed, to have faced
this serious and un expected difficulty. The records of th at date prove that it was universally felt to be the
one drawback to the propl'ess of the settlement , and that it caused great anxi ety and disappointment to all
the settlers , Many of the earliest pilgrims had been led to believe that th ey would find 1\ practicable roa d
lea(ling to th e plains; and th eir chagr in was proportiona tely great on flnding the ir anti cipations incorre ct,
From the first , then, we find one of th e chief subjec ts of publi c int erest to have bcen, the discussion of th o
best means of communication between th e Port and the Pl ain s.

W'hen th e first ships arriv ed with settlers there were bu t two ways of reaching the pla ins . One by
scrambling oyer the hill, either by th e line of th e pr esen t brielle path or by Cass' Bay to Rivor law, the other­
by tak ing boat and going round by Sumn er and up th e Avon to the Bricks Wharf, nearly opposite the
Cemetery , At that time the H eath cote was considered not to be nnvigable. A line of road via Sumner had,
ind eed been sun-eyed by Capt 'I'homas, but it was found impossible to proceed with it for want of fun ds.
The incomers, as a ru le, footed the hill whil e their goods went roun d by Sumner, an d not unfrequently
cam e to gric f, for at that timc the bar was imp erfectly known, and decked river crafts were hardly to be
obtaineel. In a short tim e a tolerable bridle path over thc hill was finished, which has been widened
and imp roved from time to time, and is st ill the principal medium of commu nication for foot and horse
passengers. The completion of a cart road from th e foot of the hill on the H eathcote side to the river, tho
esta blishmen t of a ferry there, and the construction of a road to Christchurch, followed within tho first year,
and greatly promoted th e convenie nce of travellers. About thc same ti me the H eathcote was found to bo
navi gable, and Christchurch quay on the new road was opened . But th e grand desideratum of a cart road
to the plains was not yet to be accomplished . In December, 1851, a meetin g of the Society of land purchasers
was held to consider the report of a select committee of thei r body upon th e best means of communication.
The report recommended that a sum of £30,000 should be borrowed to carry out the Sumn er road . Public
meet ings were held both in Lyttclton and ChrIstchurch, endorsing th e views of the Society . It is curious
to observe that so far back as th is the subject of a railway tu nnel was discussed, and only put aside as
bein g considered premature. Apparently it was easier in those days to pass a resolution in favour of
borrowing than to obtain the money, for nothing appears to have bcen done towar ds pu shing on the Sumner
road till the first Provincial Government took up th e subject, and appointed a Commission, cousistiug of
Messrs. Bray, Cridland, Dobson, H arman, and J ollie, to repor t on the several modes of communication
between the P ort and th e Pl ains. These gent lemen issued a report in April, 1854, in which th ey
recommended the Govern ment to make a railway via Sumner, with a tunn cl below Evans' Pass to Gollan's
Bay, or , if tha t scheme proved beyon d the resources of th e province, to construct a cart road vi" Sumner
with a tunnel through the top of Evan s' Pas s. 'I'his work was to be accompanied with certain improvemen ts
to th e bar at Sumner, The presen t line of tunnel and railway was considered in the report, and thou~h

the cost was estimated only at £ 155,000, th e scheme was considered by th e Commissioners to be beyond th e
resow'ces of the province. Anoth er line was point ed out as worthy of consideration, in which th e road was
made to wind up the spurs at th e back of Lyttelton to a tunnel GOOyar ds in leng th at th e head of th e gully,
descending into D ampier's Bay at an elevation of 520 fect above th e sea.

The Govcrnmellt dccided upon the road, and about a year aft er th e dat e of the report referred to, the
work of making th e Sumner road commenced . On the 24th August, 1859 the road was formally
opened by the Superintendent, MI'. FitzGc~ald, who dl'o~e a dog-cart 0 t and arrived in LJttelton
without damage, to th e surprise of mally of those ",ho doubted its capabilities for traffic. It was some tim9
after this before th e road was opened for the heavy cart traffic, which from th e tillIe it commenced has gone
on gradually increasing to the pres ent date.

'While the Sumner Road was under (liscussion and in course of construction, various efforts were bcing
made to improve th e river navigation. It is a singular fact that in th ose days th e idea gf using the
Heathcote rivcr for the purposes of traffic was strongly oppost'd by some of the Ly tt elton mer chants. On
the 18th December, 185~, Captain Drury, of II.M .S. Pandora, reported upon the condition and capabilities
.of thc Sumner Bar. The general ten or of the report was ad,erse to making any attempt to impro,e the
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navigation by altering the natural form of the bar . The first attempt at introducing steam navigation on
the river ended disastrously. l'he Alma, a small paddle boat, after running a short time, took the ground
on the bar on tI 6t.h January, 185G. The attempts to raise her ended in breaking her back, and her bones
1'est in the quicksand at the present moment. Some little time after this the course of the river was staked
out by the Goverument, and leading marks put at the entrance. In the early part of 1858 the steamer
!1~ commenced to run round to the river, and from that time the number of coastin steamers has
steadily increased. The sailing craft employed on the river were in the first instance eonfiiieu 0 vessels of
15 or 20 tons, but in later years vessels of nearly 100 tons register have entered the river and discharged
cargo alongside some of the various wharves 'Irlrich-ha,e sprang up on the Heathcote.

From the earliest, period it seems to have been considered by the Government of the Province and the
public that the combined traffic facilities afforded by the road and the river were insufficient, and that the
construction of a more available and efficient means of communication between the Port and Plains was
merely a question of time and money . The public mind was impressed with the idea that the best means
of over.coming the hill difficulty was by tunnelling through it, and connecting the capital city with the
port by railway. Accordingly we f!nd that . a. second Commission was appointed bl .Government in
November, 1858, to consider the subject, consisting of ~fessrs . Bray, Cuss, Harman, " hltcombc, ' , ylde,
D obson, and Ollivier. A short time before this Mr. Dobson had reported to the Government that th e
t unnel would pass entirely tlu'ough volcanic rock, and that the term of constr uction would be from five to
seven ycars. Thc Commissioncrs in their report considered two leading schemes . One, that now execute d,
advocated by ~fr. Bray , the othervid Sumner to Gollan's bay, proposed by ) fr. Dobson on account of th e
grcater dept h of water at that place as compared with Lyttelton. At the same t ime a Commission was
appointed in London, consist ing of Messrs. Cummins, Scife, and Fitz Gcmld, with instru ctions to refcr t ho
question of route between Lyttelton and Christc hurc h to )Ir. R Stephenson. The la tter referred it in
t urn to Mr. G. R Stephenson, who decided, on the 10th Aug ust, 185n, in favour of the pr esent dir ect
route. Previo usly to this decision, Mr. F itzGerald, while in England, had urged yery strongly upon the
Government the propriety of carrying a line of railway with sharp curves and steep grad ients along the
Sumner road. l 'his proposal was en tirely negath'ed by the Commission as well as by Mr. G. R. Stephe nson.

Shortly after this, the English Commissioners entered into a contract with Messrs. Smith and Knight,
of London; to execute the works for the sum of £235,000 (exclusive of stations), the work to be completed
in Ilve years. The contract was subject to determination eithe r by the Governme nt or the contractors at
any time within four months after the ar rival of the contractors in Canterbury, if either the Government
should be unable to provide the moncy, or the contractors should lind on examination that the work could
not be done for the money. In either case the Government had to pay the cost of making tr ial shafts to
the extent of £3000, and to relieve the contractors from their engagements with the work men sent out by
them.

Messrs. ) f'Candlish and Baines , a$ents for Smith and Knight, arrived in Canterbury, Dec. 2.J., 1859,
and proceeded at once to sink the shalts. In consequence of the first Rai lway Bill passed by the Council
having been disallowed by the Governor on the 2Gth January, 18GO, the P rovin cial
Government was not able to ~ive an ans wer to the contractors on the 24th April following, as
to whether the money could be obtained for the line, and it was therefore agreed between the contracting
parties that an extens ion of time should be allowed, the Government agreeing to pay the cost of carryi ng
<)n the works. In NO\'ember the Governme nt having obtained the necessary powers for constructing the
line and raising the reqUISite funds, signified to the contmctors thei r readiness to proceed, bu t Messrs.
Smith and Knight, tbrough thei r ngen ts, declined to ratify the contract, and Messrs. M'Candlish and
Baines shortly after left :New Zealand.

Mr. Dobson then proposed to open out the ends of the tu nncl with the labour available in th e colony,
nnd to adver tise for tenders .for the remainder of th e work. But the Council declined to accept the pro­
posal, and a long dclay occurred, durin~ which th e trial headings were slowly carried on by the workin g
party sent out by Messrs. Smitb and KllI~ht.

In May, 1861, th e Government accepted a tend er from Messrs. George Holmes and Co., of ) fe lbourn e,
to complet e the line from L)·ttelton to Christchurch, a dista nce of six miles, with the except ion of the
stations, in five years, ending June 1, 18G6,for £2 'JD,5oo, th e cost of the tunnel,2838 yards long, being
fixerl at £195,000. l 'be first sod was cut in the H eathc ote Valley, on th e 17th July, 1861, and this may be
said to ha ve been the dat e of tbe commencement of the tunnel works, as up to this time nothing ha el been
nceomplished beyond sinking the trial shaft s, nnd driving 96 yard s of heading, viz., 30 at the south, and 6G
at the north end of th e tunnel.

The plan adopted by the contractors was to mine the whole worl.: from a wide bottom heading. To
expedite the work three additional sbnfts were sunk, one close to each front, and one in the clay cuttin~ at
th e north end of the tunnel, whilst at the same time a gullet was driven up the cutting to meet the headmg.
Although the ground proved very wet in places, rendering it necessary to close pole a longth of seven
chain s thr ough clay and sand, thi s plan was perfectly successful, and the timb ering remained in good order
until the commencement of the brick lining, at the end of th e following year.

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afford the gr eat est satisfaction to the scientific world. The rock in the t un nel may be described as a series
of lava streams and beds of tufa, intersccted by vcrtical dykes of phonolite. Thc lava streams generally
consist of scoria , overlying a coarse pink trachyte, which passes gradually through sbades of grey, purple,
and blue, into a black finely -grained dolorite, intensely hard and tough ; the ligh test and softest rock being
a t th e top, and th e densest and blaekest at th e bottom. Regarded from an engineering point of view, the
work must be considered eminently successful. Wherever difficulties have been met th ey have been qui ckly
and successfully overcom e. The syphon emp loyed for th e drainage of the upper half of the tunnel is pro­
bably the long est on record . The syst em of ventilat ion has provcd perfectly adapted to th e rcquiremen ts of
the case, and has been no t only effective but simple and comparatively inexp ensive. It is worthy of rema rk
that the engineers of the Mont Cenis tunnel hav e since found it necessary to adopt similar means of ven­
tilation in that fam ous work.

Th e system employed to secure the corr ectn ess of the ali~nment"f thc two ends of thc tunnel was very
simple. .A. pcrmanent mark was fixed in the ccntre line ot th e tunnel, on a tower built on the dividing
range, nearly midway between th e two ends. .A. transit instrumen t being placed on the meridian of the
tunnel as well as of the tower on the hill, it could be seen at once whe th er the flame of a candle placed in
the centre line of the work inside the tunnel was in a vertical plane with the mark on the tower . But it
was also desirable, in case of error, to have the means not ouly of corr ecting but of calculating the amount
of such err or, and this could be rea dily done . The permanent mark on the central tower consisted of a
bat ten six inches wide, with a black stripe one inch WIde down the centre. The eye -piece of the transit in­
stru ment being furnished with five vertical wires placed at equa l distances apa rt, the va lue of the space
between any two wires at a distanc e eq ual to that of the mark on the tower -can be ascertained by referenc e
to the width of the batten, which thus give s a seale by which the error in th e positio n of a light placed in
the tunnel under the tower can be rated with gre at exactness. It has been by th is means that the alien­
ment has been tes ted from ti me to time, and the proof of the correctness of the system has been establisCcd
by the prese nt res ults . . .

In spite of the peculiar cha racte r of the work the health of the men has becn generally very good.
Accidents have been of rare occurrence, and of comparative unimportance. Only two fatal cases have
occurr ed during the long term of th e work, and these we fear must with justice be attr ibu ted to the care­
lessness of the poor fellows who perished-a carelessness against which no amount of precau tion could have
availed. One of the men died from interna l hemorrhage caused by a blow received from the sudden ignition
of a charge which had missed fire, and which he was engaged in boring out without proper precaution .
The other died fr oni the effects of burns received from a powder explosion , caused by throwing the snuff of
a cand le upon loose powder. The man was engaged at the time in constructing car tridges for th e miners.
In addition to these fatal eases, there occurred one of loss of sight, another of a brok en leg, and a few eases
of contusion and other trifling h ur ts, which, under the care of Dr. Rouse, of Ly ttelton, who has attend ed
the men throughout, were soon satisfactorily disposed of. This singular freedo m from accident may fa' rly
be attributed to careful arrangement generally, and to the superior eharactcr and ability of the forem en,
Mr. Edward Walker and Mr. Harry Smith, who ha\'e superintended the wurk throughout. A great deal
is also due to the general super ior morale of the men themselves.

Throughout the whole period th ere hav e been no str ikes or disturbances among- tb e men. They have
been well treated by thei r employers, and have behav ed well in return . T!lis pleasant understan<ling has
probably bcen cemented by the interest taken by the engineer and the contractors in the men's amu se­
m ents. Mainly through the instr umen tality of these gen tlemen the miners and others connected with th e
:Rail '\ ay works were encouraged to enrol themselves as a Volunteer Compllny. No .8 C.R.V . soon bccame
eminent for its band, and has gained a deser;ed reputation for good shooting.

Messrs. Holmes and Co. hllve bd to contend with difficulties quite serio us enough to hllve frightened
m en less determined and persevering thlln they have proved tb.emse lves to be. Scarcely had they commenced
work before the sudden dIscovery of gold in Otago upset all previous calculations as to the cost of labour,
and seriously interfered with the shipping- arrangements, by which they b.oped to receive the bulk of their
pl an t from Melbourne. Ifardly had this excitement qui eted down belure the Can terb ury gold li.elds were
discovered, and the West Coast road created a demand for the special kin d oC labour required in the tunnel,
thus depriving- the contracto rs of many of the ir mos t practised hands . But these and numbe rless other
minor difficulties have neve r inlPrfered with th e work, which has been continued nigh t and day, more as if
it hsd been carried on by mechan ism th an by the labour of sen tient human beings . To th e con tractors'
steadiness and perseverance the province mainlv owes the fact t.hat this weary work has been brought to a
succ essful issue. •

An d not to the contractors only, b ut to the engineer, Mr . Edward Dobsou, is a debt eq ually due. Of
him it may be fllidy said that, latterly, his whole energi es-his very being-have merged themselves into
the tunnel. 'Whatever the most unwearied care nnd tlJe closest supervisiun cou ld effect for th e benefit of
the great work has been done by him. H is name deserves to be, and doubtless ,,"ill be, brought prom inently
before his profe ssional brethren in the old world as soon as the suece8sful result of th i. great experiment
becomes known.

The total length of the tunnel, as nearly as can be ascertained at Ihe present moment, is in round
n um bers 2870 ynrds, or abo ut 30 yards more than the eon tract measurement, and the cost, aceordiug to
the contract, is £195,000.

TO MEASURE UNSQUARED TIMBER.

In order to ascertain the cont en ts, multiply the square of the quarter girth, or of quarter of the mean
circumference, by the length. When the buy er is not allowed his .hoice of girth in tape~ tr.ees,.he may
take the mean dimensions, either by girthing in the middle for the mean girth, or by girthing It at the
two ends, and taking half of their sum, If not, girth the tree in so many places as is thought necessary,
then the sum of the several girths, divided by their number, will givQ a mean circumference, the fourth
part of which being squared, and multiplied by the length, will give the solid contents.

The superficial feet in a board or plank IS known by multiplying the length by the breadth. If the
board be tapering, add the breadth of the two ends tog ether, and take half their sum for the mean breadth,
and multiply the length by this mean breadth. ' .

the circumference of the tree, or who'e girth, or one-twolfth of the quarter girth is the general fair average
allowance.

The quarter girth is half the sum of the breadth and depth in the middle .
The nearest approach to truth in the measuring of timber, is to mu ltiply ~he square of onc-fifth of the

girth or circumfcrence by double the length, and the product will be the contents.

(a) The Barometer is corrected and reduced to 32' Fnh., at twenty-five feet above mean sea love,
The l\Teatest pressure of the atmosph ere was 30.561 inches on 3rd .liay; the least pressnre, 29.012 inch es on
29th Septemb er; range, l.M9 inches.

(b) The mean temperature of th e atmosphere is derived from th e max. and min. self-regist ering
th ermom eters, read daily at 9.30 a.m, TIro ext reme ran;;e of temperature in the sha de was 63' 0', or from
88" 9' to 25° 3'. January Oth was the warmest day in the year. The nu mber of fr osty nights, viz., 83,
shows the number of tim es the exposed thermometer on glass fell below 32' F . It was never known to
freeze at mid-day, and very seldom later than 9 a.m, J uly 23 was the coldest night in th e year.

(c) The Hygrometrieal results are calculated from the mea n daily temperatur e of the air and
evaporation .

(d) The heaviest rainfall in 2·1hours was 2.li2 inches, on 10th .liar ch. Th io is the h eaviest daily fall
yet registered at the sta tion . Snow fell once, viz., on 19th June, for a few hour ", and melting as it fell.

(e) Of the 29 gales and very high winds, 23 were dry, viz., 15 from N.W., 5 E. 2 N.E., 1 S.W.; and
6 from S.'V.• and 1 from N.E., were wet . The most violent gales blew fr om N.'V., accompanied generally
with a bright sky and a very dry atmosphere. All the fogs occurred during the night time, or in th e
morning' or evenin g, and were in general very slight . No th unders torms or shocks of earthquake occurred
in th e district.

9. It shall not be lawful for the holde r of any right of pro-empt ion to raise from any land included
there in, any cereal, root, 01' other crop, except for bona fide use, on the run of which the land incl uded in
such right of pre -eml?tion forms part, or on any run which is being farmed in eonnection the rewith. Any
person offending agninst the provisions of this section shall, on conviction the reof before any two Justices of
the P eace, be liable to a penalty not exceeding fifty pounds. '

10. If the holder ef any pasturage license shall have erected or made, or shall hereaft er erect or make,
any bu ilding, fcncing enclosure, or other improvement on Crown L and included WIthin his license, but
not includ ed in any pre- emp tive right, and such land shall be purchased by any other person than sueh
holder, he shall be enti tled to remove such building, feneing, enclosure, or other improvement within three
mont hs from the date of his receiving a writt en notice of such purchase from th c 'Waste Lands Board,

11. If any person shall have erected, or shall hereafter erect any fence up on any .,raste Lan ds of the
Crown within th e said P rovince of Canterbury, it shall be lawful for the Superintendent, with the advice
and consent of th e Exec ut ive Council, by writing und er his hand, to direct such person to make such gates
or other openings at such places in such fence as sha ll be th ongh t necessary ; and if such person shall not
comply with such direction with in one calendar month afte r the receipt thereof, he shall be liable to a
penalty not exceeding twenty pounds, to be recovered iu a summary way.

,12. If any person shall wilfully injnre or destr oy any fence which has been, or may hereafter be erected
by the holder of a past urage license upon Crown Lands included within his license, such person shall, on
conviction thereof before any two J ust ices of the Pe ace, be liable to a penalty not exceeding ten pounds.
