9. It shall not be lawful for the holde r of any right of pro-empt ion to raise from any land included
there in, any cereal, root, 01' other crop, except for bona fide use, on the run of which the land incl uded in
such right of pre -eml?tion forms part, or on any run which is being farmed in eonnection the rewith. Any
person offending agninst the provisions of this section shall, on conviction the reof before any two Justices of
the P eace, be liable to a penalty not exceeding fifty pounds. '

10. If the holder ef any pasturage license shall have erected or made, or shall hereaft er erect or make,
any bu ilding, fcncing enclosure, or other improvement on Crown L and included WIthin his license, but
not includ ed in any pre- emp tive right, and such land shall be purchased by any other person than sueh
holder, he shall be enti tled to remove such building, feneing, enclosure, or other improvement within three
mont hs from the date of his receiving a writt en notice of such purchase from th c 'Waste Lands Board,

11. If any person shall have erected, or shall hereafter erect any fence up on any .,raste Lan ds of the
Crown within th e said P rovince of Canterbury, it shall be lawful for the Superintendent, with the advice
and consent of th e Exec ut ive Council, by writing und er his hand, to direct such person to make such gates
or other openings at such places in such fence as sha ll be th ongh t necessary ; and if such person shall not
comply with such direction with in one calendar month afte r the receipt thereof, he shall be liable to a
penalty not exceeding twenty pounds, to be recovered iu a summary way.

,12. If any person shall wilfully injnre or destr oy any fence which has been, or may hereafter be erected
by the holder of a past urage license upon Crown Lands included within his license, such person shall, on
conviction thereof before any two J ust ices of the Pe ace, be liable to a penalty not exceeding ten pounds.

Iempleton . Se,eral new pa; sona<Yeso b~~ i,s, a s~ teen completed , and another chu rch built at

o e een U t, amongst oth ers th ose of St. J olm amI St.
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Lnk e, Ohristchurch . A new schoolroom, for the use of day nnd Sunday scholars, has also been com­
pleted in connection with the former parish.

The P resbyterian Church has been making activo progress during the past twelve months. A
new church, situated in Lichfield street, Ohristchureh, has been opened, and is styled St. Paul's.
A new and handsome church has also been built at Timaru.

The ' Ycsleyan Church has also made great progress . Missionary meetings, both for miss ions
abroad and at home, have been held, and the reports have been highly satisfactory. Several new
c1mpelsand schools (some of them used as places of worship) have been erected in vnrious parts of
the pro,ince. A district- meeting has been held in Ohristchurch, which was attended by a consi­
derable number of ministers, and an ordination service took place .

The various charitable institutions hnve been well supported during the year. The ditferent
institut ions for the adyancement of knowledge deserve a word of aeknowledgment
in this plncc. The Mechauics' Institute at Christchurch hus been enriched by generous
contr ibntions of books, and a large and handsome hall for the Colonists' Society at Lyttolton has
been erecte d. A Mutual ImproYement Society has been set on foot nt St . Albans . The Debating
Society, originally established in connection with Sf. Michael's Church, eontinucs to receive an
accession of members. 'I'he Li terary Society h as suspended its operations for the prcsent, but it is
inte nded to revise it in anothe r form .

The most noticeab le event of the yellr in connection with education is one which npplics to
the whole colony. The want of that h igher educatiou which can be obtained only at '1 University
bas long bcen felt, nnd has been the means of drawing from the colony Ulany familics who wo lel
other,v ise have continued to rcside here. Seyeral remedial plans ha,e been from time to tnnc
suggested, and during thc session of the General Assembly n Select Committee appoiuted to inquire
into t,he subject recommendetl the institntion of eight scholarships, two to be eompetetl for each
year . These scholarships, the committee obser,ed, were for the purpose of affording to the
successful competitors a first-ratc Uni,ersity etlucation in Great Brihlin 01' elsewhere. 'I.'he liberal
. iew thus takcn by the committee was cndorsed by the Assembly, nnd due provision was made for
the scholarships in the estimates. By some it was considered desirable to make some pro,ision for
the establishment of a Kew Zealand University, and the committee was requested to consider that
point. In their report they recommended that endowments should be made out of the contiscated
lands, and out of the waste lands of the Orown in the se"eral provinces, with a ,iew to founding a
lJni,ersity; but they dec1inea to go farthcr in the meantime. Thc common school education of
tlris and the neighbouring pro,inces keeps pace, in most cases, ,nth the increase of population and
the spread of settlement. The scholarships pro,ided by the Oanterbury G;o,ernment were this year
competed for by an increased number of candidates, nnd there is e,ery reason to behe,e that the
results already produced have been in the highest degree satisfactory in stimulating the efforts of
teachers throughout the province.

The straits to whieh the Iwo,inces generally ha,e been rednced, the effect in some cases of'
reckless extra,aganee, has strengthened the ranks of a party who have latterly aimed at the com­
plete abolition: of P ro.incial instit utions. The popnlar voice seems to tenel in this direction, or at
least, towards a ,ery radical reform; nnd even those who have been thc recognised champions of
th e pr o, inces ha,e becn compelled to admit that reconstruction at least is necessary. The
Superintendent of Canterbury has roughly sketched out a scheme which he believes wonld answel'
th e requir ements of the colony . He proposcs to divide the pro.inces into Road Board districts and
l'tlunieipalit ies. The ratepayers in these districts would elect a cerhlin number of members, and
from th esc would be chosen one 0 1' more to repr esent the district or municipality in a Oent ral Board
of'Vorks for th e wbole province. 'l' hc Ohairman of the CentI'al Board would be chosen from
among the members composing it , and would occuPy l'elati,ely the same positio n as the Su perinten ­
dent now does. The Land Fnnd of the pro,ince would be secured to the various Road Board s, a
porti on only being cont ribnted by each to the Central Board for the purpose of carrying out public
works affecting th e whole province . It is argued that such n scheme would secure real local self­
governm ent, and rend er a large reduction in the taxation of the colony possible. P olitical agitation
has latt erly taken a special direction in the way of Financial Reform, and associations ha,ing that
titl e have been established in Christchurch and Nelson.
